	Aims:
· Main Aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by having a role play activity and listening others opinion and experiences about culture difference.
· Secondary Aim: Students will improve their speaking skills by asking questions each other in Find someone who worksheet, they can be more kinesthetic to move around the class and achieve their goals at the same time.
· Personal Aim: I want to give students more demonstrations and visuals in order to make students understand much easier. 


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will have a chance to listen from the role play script.
· Reading: Students will be reading the idioms worksheet by matching the sentences each other.

· Speaking: Students will ask questions and sharing their own experience about culture differences each other. 

· Writing: Students will be writing about their experiences on the role play dialogue worksheet.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss

· Lexis: Students will learn about the new words which describes about some specific cultures.
· Grammar: Students will learn about the present perfect tense (usage of have you ever been).

· Function: Students will get to know how to complete the dialogue worksheet and sharing their stories with the partner.
· Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
 Students already know :

· The meaning of culture difference
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· Most of the students have experiences on the culture difference


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problem
Solution
1. Students might have problems with the role play. They might feel it’s too difficult to do or feel shy to present.
1. I will demonstrate the role play to make them understand more easily and if they feel shy to present to others I’ll let them have a seat and present.
2. Students might have some difficulties about the instruction to do the follow up activity.
2. I’ll try my best to give students a clear instruction and speak slowly.
3. Students may need more time to work on making a dialogue.
3. If it takes longer than 5 minutes, I’ll give students a little more time to work.
4. I may run out of time.
4. In this case, I will shorten my post activity part, and instead of asking everyone, choose 1 or 2 students to present their work.

5. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
5. If I have an extra time, I’ll ask to students as many questions as possible about their ideas of culture differences or I’ll throw a SOS activity.

(If they don’t know the word of “Abroad” I’ll give them a clue like “The word start with A”)

That’s right! It’s “Abroad”!

 (Board “Abroad” and Elicit the important qualities)

CCQ

Does abroad mean travel out of our own country?

(Students may answer “Yes”)

Does abroad mean travel within your country?

(Showing them a picture of South Korea’s domestic map at the same time and Students may answer “No”)

Alright, so here’s the question for you all.
Have you ever been abroad? And where?

(Asking every of students the question)

I can see everybody been abroad. 
Procedure

So now I want you to board 1thing about Western and Asia’s culture on the board. You can use a set of words or sentences. You only have 1minute to finish this activity.

(Monitor discreetly. Attending questions if they ask questions.

Give them a time warning: 30 seconds left.

2. Checking the answers
Let’s check answers together:

· Ask students if there are any questions about the culture difference.

Eliciting 

(Showing Students a picture of greeting each other) 

What do you think they’re doing? Are they greeting each other in the same way? Then, What do we call some cultures that are different from our own?

(Student may answer “Culture difference” If they don’t know the answer I’ll repeat the key words.)

That’s right! We call that “Culture difference”.

(Boarding  “Culture difference”)

CCQ

Is culture difference similar from our own culture?

(Students may answer “No”)

Is culture difference different from our own culture?

(Students may answer “Yes”)

Alright! Here are 3 different continents.

(Taping those pictures on the board so that all students can see the pictures.)

Where are they?

(I’ll ask some of the students and they may answer correctly.)

That’s right! 

The first picture is New York, America continent.

And the second one is Paris, European continent and the last one is China, Asia continent.

Instructions
(Distributing Find someone who worksheet)
Now you’re going to find someone who been abroad in these 3 different continent here on your worksheet. You can ask questions with moving around the class.

I’ll give you 2minutes. 

ICQ’s
Are you working individually?

How many minutes do you have?

Can you move around the class?

Alright, Let’s begin!

(Monitor them while they’re doing the activities.)

I’ll give you the time is up!

Let’s see what we have from the activities.

Can you tell me a one person in each continent? 

Alright, I’ll put you in a group, Who were been to Asia? Can you raise your hand?

You’re in the Asia group now.

Who were been to Europe? You’re in the European group now. 

How about America? Good! You’re in the America group now.

1. Listening for the Main idea
Instructions
In your group, you’re going to share your own experiences about culture differences while you’re there. And with your group partner you’ll make the complete dialogue conversation with your own experiences.

(Distributing the Role-play Dialogue Sheet and giving students a demonstration)
