	Aims:
· Main Aim: To enable students to improve their grammar skills by filling the blanks and listening others life experience using prepositions of time “in, on, at” 
· Secondary Aim: Students will improve their speaking skills by asking questions each other in Find someone who worksheet, they can be more kinesthetic to move around the class and achieve their goals at the same time.
· Personal Aim: I want to give students more demonstrations and visuals in order to make students understand much easier. 


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will have a chance to listen from answering the fill in the blank dialogue.
· Reading: Students will be reading the fill in the blank worksheet by finishing the activity.
· Speaking: Students will ask questions and sharing their own experience about their lifestyle each other. 
· Writing: Students will be writing about their lifestyle on the find someone who worksheet and post activity.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: None to discuss

· Lexis: Students will learn about the new words which describes about their lifestyle.
· Grammar: Students will learn about the prepositions of time using in, on, at.
· Function: Students will get to know how to complete the dialogue worksheet and sharing their stories with the partner.
· Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
 Students already know :

· The usage of prepositions of time “in, on, at”
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· Most of the students have experiences on their daily conversation using prepositions of time


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problem
Solution
1. Students might have problems with completing the fill out the blanks. They might feel it’s too difficult to do.
1. I will give students an example makes them understand more easily or go over the definition of the preposition of time one more time.
2. Students might have some difficulties about the instruction to do the follow up activity.
2. I’ll try my best to give students a clear instruction and speak slowly.
3. Students may need more time to work on making a dialogue.
3. If it takes longer than 5 minutes, I’ll give students a little more time to work.
4. I may run out of time.
4. In this case, I will shorten my post activity part, and instead of asking everyone, choose 1 or 2 students to present their work.

5. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
5. If I have an extra time, I’ll ask to students as many questions as possible about their ideas of culture differences or I’ll throw a SOS activity.

(They might answer a clock so I’ll ask them again If they don’t know the word of “at” I’ll give them a clue like “The word start with A”)

And you can use this word in front of time like __7:30. That’s right! It’s “At”! And same for the other two words as well. After I finish the eliciting “in, on, at”)
That’s right! Today we’re going to learn about “Preposition of time”
 (Board “Preposition of time” and Elicit the important qualities)

In this “Preposition of time” context you’re going to learn how to use “in, on, at” and which word indicates the specific of time and date.) 
CCQ

Does preposition of time mean indicating the place?

(Students may answer “Yes”)

Does preposition of time mean indicating the time and date?

(While showing them the diagram)

You can have a brief idea with this picture, as you can see from this diagram “in” is indicating the bigger part of time, “on” is indicating a little smaller of time and “at” is indicating the specific of time.
Alright, so here’s the question for you all.
What kinds of preposition of time are missing here?
(Tape the first fill out the common words paper on the board)
Alright! We can put the “in” here and move on to the next paper to finish the rest of it.
