	Aims:
· Main Aim: To enable students to improve their reading skills by reading the paragraph of meanings of each birthstone

· Secondary Aim: Students will improve their speaking skills by asking questions each other’s birthstone and present their answers to the class.
· Personal Aim: I want to reduce teacher’s commentary.
                        I want to make the transitions of activities more smother.




	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s instructions and classmate’s answers.
· Reading: Students will be reading the paragraph of meanings of each birthstone.

· Speaking: Students will ask questions and sharing their birthstone each other. 

· Writing: Students will be writing their answers on the board from the pre-activity



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Students will learn about the pronunciation of  Amethyst and Turquoise
· Lexis: Students will learn about the new words which describes about the birthstone.
· Grammar: None to discuss
· Function: Students will get to know how to complete the dialogue worksheet and sharing their stories with the partner.
· Discourse: None to discuss



	Assumptions:
 Students already know :

· The name of each month’s birthstones
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· How the class is set up and run. (there will be pair at each table)


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problem
Solution
1. Students might have problems with matching birthstone pictures and names. They might feel it’s too difficult to do.
1. I will give students an example makes them understand more easily.
2. Students might have some difficulties about the instruction to do the follow up activity.
2. I’ll try my best to give students a clear instruction and speak slowly.
3. Students may need more time to work on making a dialogue.
3. If it takes longer than 5 minutes, I’ll give students a little more time to work.
4. I may run out of time.
4. In this case, I will shorten my main activity part, and instead of asking everyone, choose 1 or 2 students to present their work.

5. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
5. If I have an extra time, I’ll ask to students as many questions as possible about their ideas of culture differences or I’ll throw a SOS activity.

That’s right! Today we’re going to learn about “Birthstone”
 (Board “Birthstone” and Elicit the important qualities)

A birthstone or birthday stone is usually in the form of personal jewelry and most often in the form of a ring. Each stone is traditionally associated with various qualities that symbolized the month of the birth.
CCQ

Is the birthstone symbolic jewelry of the month of birth?

(Students may answer “Yes”)

Is the birthstone symbolic metal of the month of birth?
(Students may answer “No”)

Alright, now I’ll show you a picture of birthstone of each month and you can have an idea what is your birthstone but don’t share with your friends yet.
(Tape the all pictures of birthstone of each month on the board)
Procedure
