	Materials:
- Realia (2 visuals)
- Adjective worksheet (8 copies), Adverb worksheet (8 copies)
- 8 cards with words of Adverbs of frequency
-white board, board markers

-Paper cup


	Aims:
Main Aim: To enable Ss to improve their reading skills by having Ss answer questions from reading a catalogue
Secondary Aim: Ss will be able to engage in various reading activities to expand their knowledge of comprehension skills
Personal Aim: I want to maximize student-student interaction time and organize my timing skills


	Language Skills:
- Reading: Ss will Read short stories and a catalogue to answer comprehension questions 
- Listening: Ss will Listen to Teacher’s instructions, demonstrations and other groups presentation
- Speaking: Ss will Speak in pairs and group discussions and answering questions given by the teacher
- Writing: Ss will write from dictation and in their own creation of a food


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Reading a short story and memorizing sentence by sentence, working on comprehension questions on a catalogue 
- Function: Skimming and Scanning for answers from a given text
- Discourse: Discussing in pairs and group discussion
- Grammatical: None to discuss
- Phonology: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
- Ss all have been to a supermarket
- Ss know English only policy
- Ss have some difficulty reading specified language
- Ss work harmoniously in groups/ discussion as they are all adults


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Some Ss might not be able to memorize the short story in the given time
→ Give extra time until most Ss have completed
- Ss may not understand reading concept of skimming and scanning
→ Teacher can explain different concepts with examples and explanation
- If time remains
→ Ask more Ss for answers, give more time for discussion, SOS activity
- If time is running out,
→ Ask only a few Ss for answers, shorten activity time

	Elicitation

Can you guys guess what these people are doing?

(Show Realia)

(Ss answer shopping at the supermarket)

What is another name for supermarket? Does anyone know?

It starts with G and it rhymes with the word, “Accessory”.

(Write Grocery store on the board)

Repeat after me, Gro/cer/y

Remember that Grocery can also mean food.

CCQ

So,

· Can you go grocery shopping at a supermarket? (Yes)
· Can you eat groceries? (Yes)

· Can you eat a supermarket? (No)

Great job
Instructions
Now, You’re going to work in pairs, so, “Grocery, Shopping, In, Supermarket”, repeat the four words for the rest of the Ss.
The two groceries are one pair, Shopping the other pair etc. In your pairs, choose one “Reader” and one “writer”. The aim of this exercise is to memorize each sentence of a paragraph and dictate it to the writer. The runners have to run to the wall and whisper to the writers so that other pairs cannot hear you. You guys have 2 min, so you have to be very quick! Because there are questions to be answered after!
ICQ

What are we doing?

Are we working individually?

How much time do we have?

Can we dictate out loud to our writers?

Start!

(Monitor discreetly to check Ss are following the given instructions)

Feedback
Do you guys need more time? 

(If yes, give 30 more sec, if no, give questions)

Questions:
· Can anyone suggest a title for this short story? Why?

· “His neighborhood had gone to Hell”, what could this sentence mean? Did they all really die and go to hell?


	Main – Activity

	Materials: 8 grocery catalogues, board markers

	8 min

	Procedure:
1. Guiding Questions 
Have any of you been to a big supermarket?

What do you call those free colorful papers that advertise all the products that are sold at the supermarket? 
(Ss answer Catalogue, if not, give hint, It starts with C and rhymes with analogue)
· Write catalogue on the board and ask Ss to repeat Cat/a/log

Catalogues are used for advertising any products, not just in supermarkets

CCQ

· So, are catalogues used to advertise products? (Yes)
· Are catalogues only available in supermarkets? (No)
2. Task A
Instruction
You are working in same pairs. I’m going to ask you questions that require you to either skim or scan through the catalogue to answer. Are we all aware what skimming and scanning means?

(Explain two techniques if Ss don’t know).

The pair that answers the quickest, but also correctly gains 1 point. One last thing, I only want you to read the catalogues whenever I say go.  
Demonstration

For example, if the question was, “scan through the catalogue and find out how much peanut butters are?”
I would move my eyes quickly over the pages to locate where the peanut butter is and the cost of it, which is $2.99. 
ICQ
So, What are we doing?

Are we working in pairs?

Can we read the catalogue whenever we want?

Good.
(Draw 4 tables with each Pairs name)

· Give questions written on the question sheet and tally scores
3. Task B
Instruction
Now, this time you guys are going shopping at this supermarket. You have a million things to buy, but only have $50 to spend. In your same pairs, list the items you would buy and explain why you chose that item. You guys have 4 min.
ICQ

What are we doing?

Are we working in groups?

How much time do we have?

How much money can we spend?

And, begin!

Monitoring/ boarding

Monitor discreetly, making sure each pairs are following given instructions. 

Give time warning: 1 min left!

Feedback

· Ask the pairs what items they chose and why
· Ask all the pairs if time remains
Are there any questions?


	Post - Activity

	Material: 8 scrap papers, color pencils

Now before we finish up, let’s work through this question, “If you were to make a new fruit or vegetable, what would it be? And why? Give it a name and draw a picture, listing its features such as, “color, shape, taste, cost and how it is eaten, raw, fried etc. You guys have 3 min.

How much time do we have?

And begin!

Feedback
Ask Ss to present their drawings

**S.O.S Activity

Instruction
I’m going to read to you a short passage and I want you guys as a class to guess the title of it.
ICQ

What are we doing?

Are we working individually?
Feedback
Ask Ss for their answers, then give the correct title
Ⅱ. Conclusion
Great job guys. I didn’t hear any mistakes so can you guys un jumble this word for me:
 O,R,C,R,Y,G,E
Answer: GROCERY
Are there any questions?

If there are no further questions, this concludes my lesson and I’ll be followed by Ben.

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SOS ACTIVITY:

Steps to making pizza

Spread tomato paste on your pizza dough
Add a sprinkling of cheese
Add any other toppings that you might enjoy
With a brush add some egg to glaze all around the edges of your pizza dough
Place your pizza on an oven tray sprayed with olive-oil, so that the pizza doesn't stick
Put your pizza in the oven, and turn it down to about 160C degrees
