	Aims:
- Main: 
To enable Ss to improve their listening skill by listening to a discussion on a Blind Date

- Secondary:
 Students will improve their listening skills by listening to a short speech and matching the idiom sentences with the partner
Personal :
 I want to speak in a formal way.
 I want to improve my monitoring. 
 I want to increase STT more.



	Language Skills:
Reading: Students will read the worksheet.
Listening: Students will listen to the speakers' short speeches about themselves and   what kind of partner they are looking for.
Speaking: Students will practice their speaking skills when they make a prediction 
Writing: Students will practice their writing skills when they take notes on detail.


	Language Systems:
Lexis: vocabularies and idioms used in describing people's     personalities
Grammar : none to discuss
Functional: self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner
Phonology: sounds of the words such as "charismatic" 
Discourse : non to discuss


	Assumptions:

Students already know :
What a definition of a blind date is
Most students have been on a blind date
All students are high school graduates



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

1. Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
-I will explain the meaning of difficult vocabularies if they can't follow because they don't know the vocabularies. Or I will slow down the speed of the audio file if they can't follow because of the speed.

2. Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
-I will chunk the listening for them

3. I may run out of time
-If so, I will cut the main activity short and just I will ask 2 informations each rather than 8 informations

4. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
If so, I will do the SOS activity and I will ask about their idea of a good partner for life in detail.

What do you think they are doing?

(Ss : Date? Blind Date?)

Yes. They are on a blind date. 

(Board the “Blind Date”

CCQs

Does Blind date mean I date with person who I know? >no

Does Blind date mean I date with person who I don’t know? >Yes

I think everyone has had a blind date before.

OK, A, how was your blind date? Was it a nice experience? If you have a chance, do you want to go on a blind date again? How about B?

(S A : it was nice, I want to do it again.

S B : it was the worst experience, I will never do it again)

2. Idioms

Instructions:

Now we are going to start an activity in pairs, so student A, B will be the team 1 C,D will be team 2, E,F will be the team 3 G and H will be team 4

(while calling out the Ss, the teacher should be careful with the hand gesture not to point at Ss )

I will give you two decks of cards . You will match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. You should not start until I say go. And you will have 3 minutes to complete.

(Giving Ss two decks of cards )

ICQs

1. What are you going to do?

2. Are you working individually?

3. How many minutes do you have?

4. Are you going to start when I give you cards or when I say go?

(Ss do the activity)

Monitor discreetly.

Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 1 minute left,30 seconds left.

Alright. Time’s up

(Board the Team 1, 2,3,4 horizontally and number1-18 vertically )

One  of the pair go to the board and write answer letters. 

Let’s check the answers.

Go through the idioms one by one

Ask the answer to the students with variation.

Explain the meaning if necessary

Instructions :

(Show the picture of the speakers one by one)

Look at this picture. What’s your first impression of him/her? What do you think his/her personality is like? What is he doing?

(Ss : Thinking?

Ah. He could be thoughtful

(Board the Thoughtful)

What does he like?

(Ss : Sports?)

How do you call somebody is good at sports?

(Ss: Sportive, Athletic?)

(Board Athletic)

CCQs

Does athletic person take a long time to learn the sports?(No)

Does athletic person like to play outdoors?(Yes)

-Elicit vocabularies used to describe one’s character which is used in the speaker’s speech.

Ok. Now check your predictions while you are listening to the speakers.

2. Listening for the speeches

Instruction: 
Now we are going to listen to the speech of speakers and we will fill the paper about the speaker. 

(Give the Ss the worksheet #2)

This time I will be the human radio and if you want to rewind, say rewind. If you want to pause say pause.

ICQs

What are you going to do?

What are you going to say if you want to listen again?

Are you working individually?

Are you going to take notes?

(Read the speech of the first person’s speech and stop or rewind if students want)

3. Listening the CD
Ok, now we are going to listen to the rest of the speeches and you will fill your worksheet. Write as much information as possible. 

ICQs

What are you going to do?

Are you going to work individually?

(Play the speeches)

We are going to listen one more time.

(Play the second time)

Ok. Now you are going to tell us two information what you’ve learned about the first person.

(Ask Ss with variation)

(After finishing the first person, do the same thing about second, third, fourth person)

-Monitor discreetly.

(if there is some errors, correct them without calling out the name of student who made a mistake.

If there is no error, let them unscramble the word “compatible”
