· Secondary aim: Students will learn new vocabulary and read recipes through matching worksheets and reading the article “Breakfast & The busy parents”.

· Personal aim: I want to improve on my ICQ, CCQ and demonstration techniques.



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read an article “Breakfast & The busy parents” and breakfast recipes.

· Listening: Students will listen to the other pair’s presentation.

· Speaking: Students will speak by answering questions and pair presentation.

· Writing: Students will write down their recipes.




	Language Systems:

· Phonology: None to discuss

· Lexis: New vocabulary about cooking

· Grammar: None to discuss

· Functional: Giving instructions

	Assumptions:

· Students already know each other and how the class works.

· Students have cooking experience using recipes.

· Most students need to improve their skills for reading instructions.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· ( Monitoring and help them if needed.

· ( Make them hurry by timing and gesture.

· If time is short

· ( Let them do presentation without giving them modeling ‘time sequence markers’ and explain them in error correction if needed.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than expected

· ( Give students essay assignment.
