	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:
Phonology – N/A 
Lexis – vocabulary items on the listening worksheet. (eg. Improve,mean)
Grammar - usage of “going to” and “will”
Function – asking tag questions
Discourse – students make their own script.




	Assumptions:
       Students may already know…
· All students are intermediate level.

· Many students like learning through multimedia methodology such as a movie.

· Students can make sentences using the target language.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may not follow the passage easily.

 - Repeat the movie 2~3 more times until they follow
Students may not be able to fill in the blank on the worksheet
 - Chunk the passage(pause-play-pause-play).

Students may not have enough ideas to make their script.

 - give students some tips or let them share ideas each other
Students may take longer to do worksheets than expected
- Proceed with the worksheets as scheduled, and give a few more minutes of extra time

Students may finish the given work faster than expected
- Give students more time to share their opinions(Be flexible with time)

2. Answer each question

Instruction

Tag question is a brief question with the general meaning “Is it not so?”, added to a declarative or imperative sentence. It is negative in construction when the original sentence is affirmative, and vice versa, for example, It isn't raining, is it? 
Demonstration

If I say “You are a girl”, what will be a tag question?(“aren’t you?”)
Let’s look at the number 1.

It’s very good weather today, isn’t it?

So, how can we answer it? (“Yes, it is.”)

Now, I want you to answer the questions with a short answer. 
Work in a group of two. You have 2 minutes.

Do you need more examples?
Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

What do you write in the blanks?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they have questions.

Give them warning: 1 minute / 30 seconds left.

If they need more time, be flexible with time.

	1. Will or Going to
Instruction

(Distribute the worksheet)

We heard “I’m gonna…” sentence in the movie. What does it mean?

Right, it’s same as “I’m going to...” When can we use this usage? 

How about “Will”? We’re often confused with ‘will’ and ‘going to’ 
When we want to talk about future facts or things we believe to be true about the future, we use 'will'. (ex. The President will serve for four years. / The boss won't be very happy. / I'm sure you'll like her.)
If we are not so certain about the future, we use 'will' with expressions such as 'probably', 'possibly', 'I think', 'I hope'. (ex. I hope you'll visit me in my home one day. / She'll probably be a great success. / I'll possibly come but I may not get back in time.)
If you are making a future prediction based on evidence in the present situation, use 'going to'. (ex. Not a cloud in the sky. It's going to be another warm day. / Look at the queue. We're not going to get in for hours. / The traffic is terrible. We're going to miss our flight.)
At the moment of making a decision, use 'will'. Once you have made the decision, talk about it using 'going to'. (ex. I'll call Jenny to let her know. Sarah, I need Jenny's number. I'm going to call her about the meeting. / I'll come and have a drink with you but I must let Harry know. Harry, I'm going to have a drink with Simon.)
Try to put the sentences the right box. Work it with your partner.
