	Materials
· Pictures of sneezing, coughing, wheezing, vomiting, and dizzy : for beginning

· Health matter worksheet (11 copies) : for the pre/main/post activity
· Word game worksheet (11 copies) : for the SOS activity



	Aims
· Main aim: Students will be able to learn how to use “should/shouldn’t” correctly through the activities.

· Secondary aim: Students will be able to express their health matters through the activities
· Personal aim: I want to make the classroom atmosphere more comfortable and help the students to increase STT.



	Language Skills
· Listening: listening to the partner’s explanation and questions through role playing.

· Reading:  reading the information on the worksheets.
· Speaking: asking questions, answering, and giving advice by role playing.

· Writing: making sentences to give advice on the worksheet..



	Language Systems
· Phonology: The words involved with health(wheezing, sneezing, coughing, abdomen, nauseous)
· Lexis: Students will learn new words about health through the activities.
· Grammar: Students will learn how to use modals (should/shouldn’t) for giving or receiving advice.
· Function: Students can give their partner advice about health with should/shouldn’t.
· Discourse: Students will role play in a given situation.



	Assumptions
      Students may already know…
· The meaning of modals.
· Most students have experiences with health matters. 
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions
· Students may not follow the role play easily.

: Give more demonstrations until they follow.
· Students may not be able to unerstand the words about health.
: Explain the words an easier way to understand.
· Students may not have enough experiences to share or role-play.

: Allow students to make up stories.
· Students may take longer to do the activity than expected.
: Proceed with the activity as scheduled, and give a few more minutes.
· Students may finish the given work faster than expected.
: Give students more time to share their opinions and let them do the SOS activity worksheet.

Is anything bothering you today?
(Show the students pictures of sneezing, coughing, wheezing, vomiting, and dizzy.)

Look at the picture. 
What are they doing? So then, what should they do?

(Ex. They should see a doctor.)

Let’s talk about what we should do or not when we have some health matters.

Just read it and answer the questions below.

Demonstration
Let’s look at the number 1. “not strong, without energy”
Which words would be the definition? “weak”
Work on it in a group of two.
You have 2 minutes.
ICQ / CCQ

What should you do?

Are you working on it with your partner?

Should you fill in the form? 
How long do you have?

(Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they have questions.

Give them warning: 1 minute / 30 seconds left.

If they need more time, give them 1 more minute.)
Time’s up!

	Materials: Health matter worksheet(B~C)

	Introduction
Turn the page and look at the B.
There are some health problems and advice.

You can match the problems with more than a piece of advice.

When you want to give advice, what words can you use?

You can use should or shouldn’t.

If you want someone to do something, you can say 
“You should do something”, 
and if you want someone not to do something, you can say 
“You shouldn’t do something”.

So, I want you to make sentences with the problems 
and matched advices using should/shouldn’t.

Demonstration

Let’s think about a toothache. 

If we have a toothache, what should we do? 

We should see a dentist. So, we can match number 1 with the d.
And then, we can think more about what we shouldn’t do, 
and make a sentence using should/shouldn’t like the given sentence on the worksheet. Look at the C.
Did you get it? 

Work on B and C with your partner.

I’ll give you 3 minutes.

ICQ / CCQ

Can you match the problem with only one advice?

Are you working on B to D?
How much time do you have?
(Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they have questions.

Give them warning: 1 minute / 30 seconds left.

If they need more time, be flexible with time.)
(Pick a few students and share their opinions.)

	Introduction
Now, we’re doing role-playing with the information on the worksheet.
Look at the D at the bottom of the paper.
You’re playing a doctor’s role and patient’s role in your group.

The patient can tell the doctor about the symptoms, 
and then the doctor can give advice using should/shouldn’t.

I’ll give you 4 minutes. Please make it short.
Demonstration

Doctor: Is anything bothering you today? Tell me about your symptoms.

Patient: I’ve been sneezing and coughing for three days. And I’m dizzy.

Doctor: Let’s have a look. You should take some Vitamin C, and shouldn’t…

(Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they have questions.

Give them warning: 1 minute / 30 seconds left.
