	Aims:  

· Ss will predict the meaning of the direct/reported speech by listening to Killers's song, “Somebody told me.”

· Ss will know the form of the reported speech by teacher's explanation and word cards

· Ss will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group and present each other's opinion




	Language Skills:

· Reading: reading work to answer questions

· Listening: listening to the music, teacher's instructions, explanation, and classmates' ideas

· Speaking: drilling, practice activities, and sharing ideas

· Writing: worksheet answers and doing homework




	Language Systems:

· Phonology: drilling 

· Grammar: use of direct/reported speech (He said, “...”/He said that...)

· Function: encase quoted sentence into a sentence

· Discourse: interview




	Assumptions:

· All Ss know how the class is set up and run

· Ss understand already have learned tenses in grammar

· Ss are familiar with grammatical terms




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss may have difficulty in understanding the meaning 

→ Provide more examples

· Ss may have a hard time drilling

→ Give Ss more chances to practice

· Activities might take longer or shorter time than expected

→ Give Ss time warning or cutting some activities we don't need

Let's repeat after her together. 

Good job, guys. 

Do you know what this is called in grammar?

It's called “Direct and Reported Speech.”

Let's exercise this further.

	<Guided Warmer Activity>

Before we move on, how about listening some music?

Anybody like british rock music?

Do you have any favorite bands? 

Do you know the band called “Killers”?

We are going to listen one of their hit songs. 

Its title is “Somebody Told Me.”

(pass out worksheet #1: cloze & questions)

While listening, you are going to work on filling in the blanks of its lyrics. Listen carefully, especially to its chorus.

What are you going to do?

Which part are you going to listen more carefully?

Ready? Here we go. 

(play the music)

Did you enjoy the song?

What is the title of the song?

Were you able to finish filling in the blanks?

Yes : move on to the next part

No : play the music one more time

Pair with person next to you and compare your answers. 

(pass out worksheet #1-1: whole lyrics & Idioms)

Discuss questions on the worksheet #1 with your partner.

I'll give you 3 minutes.

Do you need more time? (give 30 seconds more if needed)

Can anyone volunteer and share what you discussed?

(while students are discussing, start put word cards on the board)

	<Form & Drilling>

OK. What are we learning today?

That's right. We are learning Direct and Reported Speech now.

(word cards : He said, “I work hard”)

Is this written in direct or indirect speech?

Yes, it is written in direct speech. 

Let's read the sentence together.

(read the sentence with quoting motion)

Good. Can anyone try and change this sentence using in indirect/reported speech? 

Good job. Let's repeat after her. (He said that he worked hard)

Do you all understand how the sentence changes between direct and reported speech? Look at this sentence again.

When you transform direct speech to indirect speech, you should first change the pronouns. In this case, “I” in the quote should be changed to “he” without quotes. (→ flip word card “I” to “he”)

Next, which one do you need to change?

Right. The verb is next. Remember this one, guys. 

When you make reported speech you have to go back a tense.

What is past tense for the verb “work”?

Yes, it's “worked” (→ flip word card “work” to “worked”)

What's left now? Sure. “hard” is still up here.

Do we need to change something with “hard” as well?

No. You guys are doing really great.

“hard” is adjective and you don't need to do anything with it.

Do anyone want to come out and change the sentence into direct/indirect(reported) speech using these cards?

You did great. Thank you.

Now I'll put “I like cookies” as a quote here

How do you change this into reported speech?

(remove cards in the quote, and write “I like cookies” there)

Correct. What's the answer again? (write answer)

(use one more example if time allows : “I slept too much”)

<Controlled Practice>

Have you gotten familiar with direct and reported speech now?

Let's do some worksheet questions. 

Finish the sentences using reported speech. 

Work individually. You have 3 minutes.

Read through the attached materials and refer to it as well.

Who do you work with?

What do you do?

How much time do you have?

(pass out worksheet #2 and run task)

Do you need more time to finish?

Yes : give 30 more seconds 

No : check answers together 

<Controlled Practice>

Let's move on to the next page. Do the worksheet exercise. 

Change the sentences in the cartoon using reported speech.

Work Individually. You have 2 minutes. 

How much time do you have?

Which page are you working on?

Would you like to have more time?

Yes : give 30 more seconds

No : check answers together.
