	Greeting

Today we are going to read the emails that were sent to the Movie Reviewer's Guide website. Before we read their comments about cliché, let's assume that we're the movie critics and make some lists of the worst cliches of movies. 

Let's make groups of three and talk about your picks of cliché from your choice of movie genre. 

(give each group one topic from Horror/ Romantic/ Action)

I'll give you 3 minutes. 

What do you do?

Who do you work with?

How much time do you have?

30 seconds left. Try to wrap it up.

Feedback

OK. Let's share what you have. 

(Let each group speak their lists)

Great job. 

Vocabulary

Now let's learn vocabulary that will help you to read the text.

*hand over

(write “hand over” on the board)

- Repeat after me, hand over.

- Can you guess what this means?(motion my hand toward Ss)

- It means to surrender your possession of; transfer.

- If a police officer is asked to hand over his badge and his gun, what kind of situation he's in? Is it bad or good?

*hunt down

(write “hunt down” on the board)

- Repeat after me, hunt down.

- It means to pursue successfully by diligent searching and chasing.

- for example, The FBI finally hunted down the infamous serial killer. 

- If I hunt you down, do I give up easily? No.

*(it's) guaranteed (that)

(write down “(it's) guaranteed (that)”)

- Repeat after me, it's guaranteed that.

- Have anyone heard of this expression before?

- Yes. It's from the word “gurantee” 

- If you say that something is guaranteed to happen, you mean that you are certain that it will happen.

- When you absent more than 3 times, what is guaranteed to happen?

	1. Guiding Questions

(write the questions on the board)

“Have you ever thought of the same cliches as the website authours?” 

“What kind of cliché annoys you the most when you watch a movie?”

Instruction

I'll give you two types of sheets containing each 3 different authors' emails. Read Individually for 3 minutes, then make a pair with a person next to you and summarize for each other.

(pass out the two types of email reviews)

30 seconds left. 

Summarize for each other now. You have 2 minutes.

Feedback

Let's have 2 volunteers for sharing the summarys with class.

Well done.

What do you think of the two questions we had before reading?

(have all groups answer)

2. Task 1

You will have worksheets with the whole 6 email reviews this time.

Look at the part 1 only. There are comprehension questions. 

Scan the text again and answer the questions. Work alone.  

You have 2 minutes.

What should you do?

Who do you work with?

How much time do you have?

(Run Task)

Feedback

Have you all checked the answers?

No – give 30 seconds more.

Yes – check the answers by having Ss read out each questions and say the answer.

3. Task 2

Complete the sentences of the paragraph about a movie cliché. Choose either A and B. Work in groups. You have 2 minutes.

Demonstration

Every time I see a movie about teenagers going to a haunted house, it's always full of the same clichés. It's guaranteed that one of them insists go inside the house to explore. Of course, most of them gets to killed in various ways. And guess what? At the end of the movie it turns out it was all planned by someone in the group for revenge! Talk about cliché!
