	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will improve their grammar skills by making comparison sentences.
· Secondary Aim:  Ss will improve their language skills by working on worksheets, writing and presenting their own sentences, and by listening to other classmates’ presentations.
· Personal Aim:  I want to deliver better instructions, speak in a louder and clearer voice, and make a more enjoyable learning environment.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will practice listening by listening to other classmate’s presentations.
· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by presenting their own comparison sentences.
· Reading: Ss will practice reading by working on the “Comparison Practice” worksheet.
· Writing: Ss will practice writing by writing their own comparison sentences.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: none to discuss
· Lexis: words or expressions used to make comparisons
· Grammar: making comparisons
· Function: make decisions or persuade others by making comparisons
· Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Ss understand what comparisons are and how they are used.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may need more time to work on the “Comparison Practice”
worksheet.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· If it takes longer than 3 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss board the answers.

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 1~2 Ss to share comparisons between their current selves and their selves 10 year ago.
· Have more Ss share the information they’ve written and continue on with SOS activity.

	Whole class
	Greeting the Ss,
“Hello everyone.  How’s everyone doing today?  Did everyone enjoy your holidays?  We went to the zoo on Children’s Day, but it was just so crowded we kind of regretted going out.  It might have been better if we’d just went to our neighborhood park.  But still, Tami seemed to enjoy herself, so it was okay.
Anyway, as a mother I spend the most time with my daughter, and then there’s my mother and husband, and occasionally my father who helps out.  I enjoy the breaks I get when someone else is around, and yet I find myself secretly competing with them when it comes to attachment with Tami.  I feel somewhat left out when she asks someone else to play with her even when I’m there.  And sometimes I feel the urge of asking her, “Who do you like more, me or your dad/grandma?”  This is probably the most common question adults ask children, and even as a child, this question frustrated me and made me promise myself never to ask such foolish questions when I grew up, and yet here I am, wanting to ask this question to my own daughter.

I know that the bond between me and Tami is the strongest and nothing will probably change that, but I still can’t seem to completely get over this question.

So anyway, this will be our topic for today: “Who do you like better?”
We’ll review ways of making comparisons.

	Show visual of cat and dog cartoon.
“Here are a couple cartoons I found amusing.  They’re about cats and dogs arguing over who’s better.  So, when we make comparisons, what do we usually do?  We usually at ‘er’ at the end of a word.”
1-Syllable Words
2+  Syllable Words
Irregular Words
Add ‘er’
Ex) Big ( bigger
Tall ( taller
1) 2 Syllable and ends with ‘y’:
‘y’ ( ‘i’ + ’er’
Ex) Happy ( happier

Elicit ‘prefer ~ over ’
“What’s another expression we can use when comparing, other than ‘like better than’?
CCQ’s:

If someone prefers A over B:

1) Does that person like B better?

2) Does that person like A better?

“Great, so now, we’re going to look at some more comparison sentences.  But before we do that, I’m going to divide you into 2 groups.”
Have Ss call out 1, 2, 3, and 4:
1 & 4 ( Group A     / 2 & 3 ( Group B
“Now, 1 & 4 Ss are group A and 2 & 3 Ss are group B.  Group A sit on right side and Group B sit on left side of the classroom.”
After Ss are seated as groups,
“I’m going to hand out a worksheet with comparison sentences.  But they are all incorrect.  You, as a group will correct these errors in 2 minutes.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working individually or in groups?

	2 Groups
	Hand out worksheets and have Ss work on it as a group for 2 minutes.

After 2 minutes, have 1 student from each group come up and board their answers.

“Now let’s have 1 student from each group come up and board your group’s answers.”

Go over answers and any questions Ss might have found confusing.
Conclude activity and have Ss return to their original seats.

“Do you have any questions regarding this worksheet?  Okay, you may all return to your original seats now.”

	Whole class
	“Okay, now let’s practice making comparison questions and sentences together.”
Write ‘van/convertible’ and ‘practical/luxurious’ on board.

Using these words, what questions and sentences can we make?

1) Which are more practical, vans or convertibles?
· Vans are more practical than convertibles.

2) Which are more luxurious, vans or convertibles?

· Convertibles are more luxurious.
“So now, everyone’s comfortable with making comparisons, right?”
Have Ss pick a piece of paper from a box (or paper cup).
“Now, pick a piece of paper and you’ll find a highlighted item among 2 or 3.  Your job is to persuade others that the highlighted item is better than the other or others by comparing the items.  Try to come up with at least 3 comparisons and write them on the paper.  I’ll give you 2 minutes.

ICQ’s:

1) What are you doing?

2) How much time do you have?

3) Are you working in pairs?
Hand out paper and have Ss make sentences for 2 minutes and then call on Ss who have picked the same item:

“Now, Ss who have picked ‘shoes’ please come to the front.  Tell your classmates why you think your item is better than the other.”
Facing rest of the class,

“Now listen carefully to what OO and OO say and decide which item you would prefer to buy, based on their comparisons.”

	After Ss have made their presentations ask class which item they would choose, and then continue with other item.

When all Ss have made their presentations, ask for any questions, and conclude activity.

	Materials: ‘Comparing Myself’ Worksheet (13 sheets)

	Whole class
	“Now I want you to compare your current self and yourself 10 years ago.  For example:

1) I was freer 10 years ago since I wasn’t married and I wasn’t even dating at that time.

2) I am more understanding of children now that I have experience with my own daughter.

I’ll give you 2 minutes to think of 2 comparisons, and I want you to write them down on this blank sheet of paper.  But I don’t want you to start until I say “Go!”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working individually?

4) Are you going to start as soon as I give you the paper?

5) Are you going to start when I say “Go!”?

Hand out Blank Paper.

“Go!”

After 2 minutes go around class and have Ss share what they have written. 

“Now let’s go around the room and share what we’ve written down.”
Error correction: review any errors, or unscramble “prefer”
“Well, this concludes our lesson for today.  I hope you enjoy the rest of your day.  Bye~”
