	Main Aim:
-Students  will improve speaking skills and expressions by having students talk about volunteer works that they already knew or want in the future with putting the suitable pictures in the blanks on the sheets.
Secondary Aim: 

-Students will practice vocabulary by reading the sheets written a variety of volunteer works.
personal Aim:

-I want have a good command of ICQs by using appropriate sentences at each stage of thelesson.
-I want manage timing by teacher’s timely instructions for students.
-I want extend my more vocabulary and background information about volunteer work.


	Language Skills: 

-Speaking: Students will speak to their own experiences and their own wish volunteer works. Students will speak to other students by discussing about each volunteer work on the sheets.
- Listening: Students will listen to other students’ opinions on matching their pictures. Students will listen to each volunteer work that they want to do in the future from teacher’s instruction.
      -Reading: Students will read the sentences matching worksheets.

-Writing: Students will write their own volunteer works they want each on the listening work-sheets.


	Language Systems:
-Lexis: Students get to learn the vocabulary written on the worksheets of matching pictures and written on the sheets with various expressions.
-Function: Students get to know the information of volunteer works and try participating the volunteer work they want.
-Structure: Students get to learn the relative clauses about volunteer works in the world.
-Discourse: Group work and talking each other about their topic (volunteer work)

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions

Some of students have problems with vocabulary of today’  s topic.
Teacher shows the students blown-up picture for the volunteer work and explains with easy vocabulary.
Students may not be able to speak their experience at pre-activity. 
Teacher  has only a few students speak their experiences at pre-activity
Students may need more time to make the sentences
Teacher gives students extra time and cut their writing time.  

Students don’t have enough time. 

Teacher asks 2-3 students their opinion and cuts post-activity short and move on.
Students may finish the lesson earlier than expected.

Teacher does SOS activities.

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1.Hope for the Future Clinic Building, Ghana
This provides an amazing opportunity to work with a non-profit organization, experience Ghana's phenomenal culture, people, and geography, and explore the country on weekends. "Hope 4 Future" is designed to be a clinic for HIV/AIDS testing and counseling. The aim is to not only provide free testing services, but hold educational classes as well. It is the belief at Yingor that the younger generations of Ghanaians need to be better equipped to fight HIV/AIDS, and therefore Yingor plans to help them by educating the youth and encouraging them to get tested.
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2.Volunteer at Matapalo Beach Costa Rica
From June 1 to November 30: 
* Construction of the breeding grounds. 
* Beach signaling. 
* Patrol walks to protect nests and females, and for data collection purposes, (Biometry, marking, etc.) 
* Transfer of nests and monitoring of the breeding grounds.
From December 1 to December 31: 
* Registry of breeding ground information. * Liberation of newborn turtles. 
* Nest exhumation.
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3. Amazon Basin Research and Conservation Project, Peru
The position provides a rare opportunity to work alongside and learn from expert biologists and conservationists in some of the most remote, fascinating and largely unspoiled parts of the Amazon rainforest.

The aim of this position is to assist in the project’s long-term scientific research in the Peruvian Amazon; to better measure the effects of human activities on wildlife, including endangered species; to get the collected information to the people who can make decisions and act on the solutions that help conserve rainforest, and to make a clear and positive impact on the Amazon [image: image14.jpg]
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system in this part of Peru. 
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4.Desert Elephants Project, Namibia-
Track desert elephants and take part in community development building work in the beautiful Damaraland region of the Namib Desert where the famous desert-adapted elephants roam free. Volunteers will sleep out in the bush, under the stars and cook around a campfire. Opportunities all year round from 2 weeks up to 12 weeks.As a volunteer, you will work with the local subsistence farmers building protective walls around their water points to stop elephants causing damage. In addition, you will take part in following and monitoring the movements of these elephants on patrol, camping wild and living close to the earth, elephants and people.

5. Volunteer Maldives


A rare opportunity to teach and live on small islands in the tranquil and isolated Maldives.The schools are of various sizes and student numbers are in relation to the island population. English is the second language in the Maldives with a literacy rate of over 98%, however, with limited resources available to the schools, and with a high percentage of foreign teachers whose first language is not English, the students, between 6 and 18 years old, benefit hugely from enthusiastic volunteers whose mother tongue is English, to guide, encourage, and inspire children on these remote islands.
