	Aims:
Main aim: Ss will improve their Listening skill with listening dialogue from CD and completing sentence and learn new vocabulary and idioms.
Secondary: Ss will make own dialogue and do role play for the other Ss.
Personal: I hope to improve ICQs, CCQs and a time management.


	Language Skills:
Listening: Ss will listen to a dialogue of a blind date.

Reading: Ss will read the idioms and questions in the worksheet.
Speaking: Ss will do role-play of the blind date with their partner(s).
Writing: Ss will make a dialogue with a picture.


	Language Systems:
-Phonology: Ss will pronounce “stuck-up”.
-Lexis: Ss will learn idioms and use them in various situations.
-Grammar: Ss will learn “would + pp” in the dialogue.
-Functions: Ss will make a dialogue with pictures using learned idioms.
-Discourse: Ss will discuss one’s opinion of a blind date in pair.


	Assumptions:

Ss already know: 
-How the class is set up and run. 

-The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

- All Ss have been on a blind date.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
-1.Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
( If so, it’ll be played one more time.

2. Students may need more time to work on their worksheets.
( If it takes longer than 5minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally

3. Student may have a problem in pronunciation with new vocabulary.
( I’ll replay the CD (stop and play.. ) and let them follow it.
