	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will learn about metaphors and similes through reading and writing activities.
· Secondary Aim:  Ss will improve their language skills by working on worksheets, reading an article and answering questions, writing and presenting their own sentences, and by listening to other classmates’ presentations.
· Personal Aim:  I want to deliver better instructions, speak in a louder and clearer voice, and make a more enjoyable learning environment.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will practice listening by having group discussions and listening to other classmate’s presentations.
· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by getting involved in group discussions and presenting their own metaphors/similes.
· Reading: Ss will practice reading by working on a worksheet and reading an article.
· Writing: Ss will practice writing by writing their own metaphors/similes.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: none to discuss
· Lexis: words from reading article and expressions used to make metaphors/similes
· Grammar: none to discuss
· Function: describing or comparing by use of metaphors/similes
· Discourse: none to discuss


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Ss understand what metaphors/similes are and how they are used.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may need more time to work on the “Fill-in-the-Blank” worksheet.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· If it takes longer than 2 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss board the answers.

· Cut post-activity discussion short and have each group present only 1 metaphor/simile.
· Have more Ss present their metaphors/similes while other classmates guess why those metaphors/similes had been made and then vote on whose metaphor/simile is most creative.

· If time is still left, work on simile crossword puzzle together.

	Greeting the Ss,
“Hello everyone.  How’s everyone doing today?  Did everyone enjoy your weekends?
Usually I spend most of my time with Tami, but this time I had my husband play with Tami so I could work on my micro-teaching.

But anyway, Tami is a nut-lover.  She started with peanuts, and then almonds, and now she prefers pistachios over all other nuts.  So, although the pediatrician warned me how dangerous nuts can be for children, I still always have a snack box full of nuts for Tami.  Well, one day, I gave her the nut box and had her watch her favorite TV program, Pororo, so I could do the dishes and suddenly she calls me into the room.  And this usually happens when something on TV is scary, so I go in and she tells me “I don’t like butterfly cookies.”  I look at the TV screen but nothing is even close to butterflies, so I ask her again and she repeats the sentence, but this time showing me her snack box and on the top, there it is, the ‘butterfly cookie.’  Can you guess what it was?

A walnut!

Show class visual of walnuts and butterfly.
I found this kind of cute so I wanted to share this story, but it’s also kind of related to what I’d like to discuss today.

	Elicit ‘metaphor’
“So what do we call it when we compare something by saying it is another thing?  For instance, if I were to say someone is a giant, I would really be trying to tell you that that person is really big.”
If Ss still can’t guess,
“It’s similar to ‘meteor.’ / What’s the past tense of ‘meet’?/Pronunciation is similar to ‘meant for’. ”

	Show visual of dog and mop.
CCQ’s:  
If I show you this picture and say:
1) “This is a dog.”  Is this a metaphor?

2) “This dog is a mop.”  Is this a metaphor?

“Another example of a metaphor could be: Trees danced in the wind.  This is a metaphor because trees can’t actually dance.  I’ve tried to describe the tree shaking in the wind.

Describe ‘simile’
Another similar way of describing something through comparing 2 things by using ‘like’ or ‘as’?  One very common example would be: light as a feather.  I was trying to describe something as being light, by comparing it to a very light object, a feather.  This is called a simile.  While metaphors are used by saying “A is B’ similes use the words ‘like’ or ‘as’ to compare.

Have Ss change seats.
Great, so now, everyone’s familiar with metaphors and similes.  Before we start the actual lesson, I’d like to change seats.  Pick a piece of paper from this box, and it’ll either have ‘metaphor’ or ‘simile’.  Metaphors will sit on right side of the room and similes will sit on the left.”
Have Ss pick a piece of paper and draw seating directions on board.
After Ss are seated as groups,
“I’m going to hand out a list of words with their meanings.  I’m also going to hand out a worksheet with sentences with blanks.  I want you to fill in the blanks using the words from the word list, and you’ll have 2 minutes to do this with your group.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working individually or in groups?
“But I don’t want you to start until I say go!”
Explicit ICQ’s:

1) Are you going to start as soon as you get the worksheets?

2) Are you going to start when I say ‘go’?
Hand out worksheets and have Ss work in groups for 2 minutes.

“Now, I want 1 member from each group to come up and board your group’s answers.”
Go over sentences and check answers.  

“Can you pick which of these sentences are metaphors or includes metaphors?
Ask for questions and end activity.


	Main Activity

	Materials:  Reading Article (13 copies)

                 Reading Comprehension Question Cards (12) & Box

	15 min
	Whole class
	“Now I’m going to hand out an article.  The title is ‘the road hog’.”
Hand out article.  While passing paper out, ask:
“Does everyone know what a hog is?”
Once everyone has the article, have Ss read 1 sentence each.

Draw direction of reading order on board.
“So going in this direction, let’s read 1 sentence each, starting from OO.”
After reading whole article,

 “Now, we’re going to answer questions as a group.  I’m going to pick a question from this box, and you have to call out your group name, Walnuts or Butterflies, in order to answer.  Each question will be worth different points, and the group with higher points will be the winning group.
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) Are you working individually?
Explicit ICQ’s:

1) Can you call out the answer first?

2) Are you going to call out your group name first and then answer?
Pick questions and have groups answer.
After going after questions, compare final group scores and announce the winning team.

“Did everyone enjoy the article?  So who do you think the writer was referring to when he titled it ‘the road hog’?
Ask for questions and end activity.

	“Now I’d like you to pick a piece of paper from this cup.  But do not unfold the paper until I tell you to.”
Explicit ICQ’s:
1) Are you going to unfold the paper as soon as you pick it?

2) Are you going to unfold when I tell you to?

Have Ss pass along blank piece of paper while picking from the cup.

“Now, you may unfold your paper, and you will find a name of your classmate written on the paper.  I want you do work individually to write either a metaphor or a simile about the classmate you have picked and you’ll have 2 minutes to do so.”
Demonstration:  For example, if I pick Clara’s name I could make a metaphor to say: Clara is a walking dictionary.

Ask Ss what I might be meaning: she knows a lot of vocabulary.
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

3) Are you working in groups?
“And you may begin!”
After 2 minutes have Ss fold the paper and put all pieces in the box. 

“Now fold your metaphors or similes and put them in this box.”
Once all pieces are collected, pick one and read out loud.  Have discussions about the metaphors/similes they have written.
“Why do you think the writer wrote this metaphor/simile?”
Error correction: review any errors, or unscramble ‘light as a feather’.”
“Well, this concludes our lesson for today.  I hope you enjoy the rest of your day.  Bye~”
