	Main Aim:

Secondary Aim: 

-Students will practice new words by reading the sheets filled with suitable words...
personal Aim:

-I want to practice how to do reading class about ‘Broken window theory’ by using appropriate sentences at each stage of the lesson.
-I want to manage the class by teacher’s timely instructions for students.


	Language Skills:
Speaking: Students will speak to other students by presenting reason and result the reason  they choose an envelope of three.
Students will speak their opinions to other students by filling in the blanks the words.
Listening: Students will listen to other students’ opinions after choosing the envelope..
Students will listen to other students while they speak about their choice from teacher’s instruction.
Reading: Students will read appropriate sentences with filling the words

in the blank of sheet. Students will read the script to answer the teacher’s questions
Writing: Students will write their own opinions on the sheets with blank from teacher’s                                                                                                       in         instruction

	Language Systems:
Lexis: Students get to learn the vocabulary by reading sentences written on the sheets with various expressions.
-Function: Students get to understand and know  the certain concept and meaning about ‘broken window theory’
-Structure: Students get to learn accurate sentences containing  meaning of the ‘broken window theory’ 



-Discourse: Students do Group working and talking each other about their opinions.

-Grammatical: Students get to understand and know proper grammar by answering the questions on the sheets.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems

Solutions

Some of students have problems with today’s topic.
Teacher shows the students the pictures and explains using the easy vocabulary.
All students may not be able to fill in the blanks at pre-activity. 
Teacher has only one person of pair present at pre-activity

Students may need more time to make the sentences
Teacher gives students extra time 
Students don’t have enough time. 

Teacher asks 2-3 students their opinion and cuts post-activity short and move on.

Students may finish the lesson earlier than expected.

Teacher does SOS activities and reviews the words.
