	Aims:

· Main Aim: Ss will improve their grammer skills through learning how to use verb on present tense. 
· Secondary Aim: Ss will learn vocabulary and expressions by guessing the verb matching pictures, filling the blank out in the story, and making story using given verbs.

· Personal Aim: I want to deliver CCQ and ICQ more well, and elicit Ss participation.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss will practice listening by listening to other’s presentation.
· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by working in groups and in pair to do the words matching pictures, and make story together.

· Reading: Ss will practice reading by reading given story.
· Writing: Ss will practice writing by filling out their own Sheet of verbs and making their own story using given words.


	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· Most Ss can infer and know verb when they see pictures and They can make their own sentence or story using given verbs.  



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· If students don’t understand verb meaning
· Ss may need more time to work on making their own story.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Explain the meaning shortly. And make them ask personally If they’re on activity
· First give 30 seconds more. If it takes more, cut the activity and make them present their story.
· Cut post-activity presentation short and only ask 1~2 Ss to share their own sentence.

· Ask as many Ss as possible about their story and ask the question related to verb in present tense.
