	Aims:
· Main aim : 
The teacher enables the students to improve their speaking skills by answering about health talk 
· Secondary aim: 
Students will talk about heath talks by using questions like ‘What’s the matter? ; How do you feel today? 
Students will talk about their health condition (-ache) and feelings (terrible, fine..etc.) 
· Personal aim : 
I would like to be confident. I would like to delivery I.C.Q’s clearly.  



	Language Skills:
· Reading : Students will read the dialogues (Worksheet #1,#2) 
· Listening: Students will listen the students’ health talk and feeling expressions.  
· Speaking :  Students will speak with the dialogue and applications (‘What’s the matter with you?’ & ‘I have____’ / ‘How do you feel today?’ & ‘I feel______ )
· Writing : Students will write health talk in worksheets. 


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: Ss will Listen and pronounce new words (ex: st-o-m-a-ch-a-che)

If time is shorts    ->                                              Cut post – activity and only ask 2-3 students 
If students finish their tasks earlier   ->          Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea about how to improve your health
