	Aims: 
After completing the lesson, the students will be able to 
· practice listening to real-life conversation of people dealing with various topics
· pick up details from the fast-paced conversation by answering details questions (short quiz)

· practice illustrating one’s own opinions and ideas
· explain the meaning of the word ‘love’
· learn expressions for word definitions 
· practice speaking by discussing with other students


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Word completion worksheets
· Listening: An 4 minute extract from famous movie
· Speaking: prediction, comparing answers, sharing opinions, discussion
· Writing: details (dictation), creating one’s own definition


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: 
· Lexis: phrases and idioms used to state one’s opinions and thoughts
· Grammar: learn the phrase ‘subject + is …’, practice present-tense
· Function: self-statement about a profound topic (love)
· Discourse: personal definition and opinions about ‘love’


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· have their own opinions about love
· have certain experiences and knowledge


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
→ repeat the mp3 file until they understand the content
· Students may fail to fill out the words completion worksheet

→ break the conversation into chunks to make the students follow easily
· Mp3 might fail to be played on the internet 
→ prepare a recorded file which can be run on the computer
