	Aims:

-Students will study The Subjunctive mood by being explained simply
-Students will understand why they use past tense for hypothetical present sentence
-Students will get used to it by repeating the patterns
-Students will enjoy the lecture by not only listening the lecture but also teaching each other, speaking out their own patterns, doing the activity
-Students will be confident  in using The Subjunctive mood sentences



	Language Skills:

Reading: Reading some patterns including The Subjunctive mood

Listening: Listening to the other students’ expression 

Speaking: Explaining  their own sentences by using patterns
Writhing: Writing their own sentences and correcting with their pairs



	Language Systems:
Lexis: auxiliary verbs for The Subjunctive mood
Function: Expressing unreal hypothetical unreal situation, hope, wish and so on
Phonology: Getting used to The Subjunctive mood by repeating patterns
Discourse: Having a talk by using The Subjunctive mood



	Assumptions:

-Some students never used The Subjunctive mood before
-Some students are using The Subjunctive mood but not knowing the grammatical reasons
-Some students cannot  understand easily (need to practice)
-Native speakers can think that it is odd because it is not common in real life conversation
-The lecture could be debatable because  some of students have different ideas
-Students can get bored (need to explain 10minutes and put them as a teacher each other and do some activities)




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

If some of students are confused about the grammar, try is again with simpler explanation 

If they are confused with scientific facts, explain some information (not specific  clues)

If it is necessary to study more, give them assignments related to this topic

Hello everyone~!

If I’m poor and I want express hypothetically about being rich
How can we express?

(Elicit their thoughts about the expression)

That’s right!

If I were rich, I would…….

If I had too much money, I would

So why are we using ‘were’ or ‘past tense’ and also ‘would’ except ‘will’?

First of all we need to know we cannot use present tense for the subjunctive mood because it is already taken.

	Procedure:

1. Explanation
Instruction
If you haven’t got your salary but some day you will. In this case you need to say “if I get my salary (someday), I will buy you a cup of coffee

This means we are using get (present tense) for possible future situation.

So if we want to express some unreal situation, we have to choose another option.

We can use past sentence for hypothetical present.

CCQ

Can we use present tense?

Why can we not use present tense?

So if we use past tense for unreal present tense how can we express hypothetical past tense?

Yes! We need to use past perfect sentence for unreal past tense.

CCQ

Can we use past tense for hypothetical past tense?

How can we express unreal past tense?

So we studied how to express hypothetical present and past tense.

The most important thing is we need to use past and past perfect for hypothetical present and past tense

We have many flash cards including many words related to the subjunctive mood
For example, we have ‘I’, ‘you’, ‘she’,
