Materials:
• Main reading text, ‘Drunken and Violent’(3 copies each)
• Reading text for activity, ‘Rampaging drunks arrested by Police’(3 copies each)
• Reading comprehension worksheet for activity 1 & 2(3 copies each)
• Pictures(1~8) for discussion activity(1 copies each)
• Whiteboard, Markers

 

Aim:
• Be aware of vocabulary and expression through teacher’s explanation
• To practice reading to real-life context of articles in newspaper
• To be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering guiding questions
• To practice speaking by discussion and sharing opinions with classmates
• To improve writing ability by writing SS own opinion related to the title
 

Language Skills:
• Listening: Listening to classmates’ opinions through discussion
• Reading: Reading text “Drunken and Violent”, “Rampaging drunks arrested by police”
• Speaking: Sharing ideas with teacher and classmates
• Writing: Taking notes of discussion and writing opinions
Language Systems:
• Phonology: Listening and reading the text
• Lexis: Vocabulary and expression in the text
• Function: Predicting, giving and receiving ideas, making SS opinion
• Discourse: Expressing and sharing opinion about the issue
 

Assumptions about Students:
Students already know;

- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.
- SS are at an intermediate level and know the most of vocabulary in the text. 
- SS are able to express their ideas and opinions in English.
- SS are aware of Typical Korean Customs.
- SS have some experience related to the issue, as a victim, not a drunker.
- SS have their own philosophy of alcohol (drinks).
- All students have smart phone.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
• Students may not know vocabulary words in the text.
→ Encourage SS to guess assisting with some related words or give them simple definition.
• Students may have different pace in reading the text.

→ Teacher read the text with SS and explains the sentences that SS do not understand.
• Students may not have any experience related to the issue.
→ Make them focus on the text as a general social issue they may have in the future.
• Students may need more time to discuss about the issue for main activity.
→ Assign the post activity writing task as a homework assignment.

Hello, ladies! 
Today is Sunday. Do you have any special plan for tonight? 
Eliciting and prediction
Where are we studying?
(expect SS answer “Seomyeon”)

What do you think about this city Seomyeon?

What do you usually see here during the night?

(Let SS talk about their thoughts and lead them to answer related to drinks, drunken people.)

What do you think when you see the people hanging around and being drunk? 
(Let SS talk their opinion.)

This is one of the Korean typical social issues. Now, we are going to think and talk about this issue.

	Instructions
I will show you 8 pictures scrapped from news articles. While you see the pictures, please say some words coming across your mind. It could be objects, persons, and emotions you feel.
CCQ

- What are you going to see?
- Where the picture came from?

- What are you supposed to do looking at the pictures?
(Show the pictures prepared one by one)
Look at this picture. What do you see? What do you feel? What is happening in this picture?
(Let students freely say)

Feedback

- Great job! 
- Do you have any experience worse than the pictures? What did you do?
- Do you have any bad habits when you are drunken?

	Activity 1. Instruction

I have an editorial about the issue we’ve been talking so far. Read the text. Think about the questions on the worksheet behind the article when you read. You may note your answer on the worksheet.
You have 5 minutes. Work alone.

CCQ

- Do you read the editorial alone?

- While you read the text, are you going to think about the questions on the worksheet?
- How much time do you have?

(Distribute the editorial and worksheet)

(Monitor discreetly)
One minute left.
(Teacher writes questions on the board)

Question 1) What does the editor want to say through this editorial?

Question 2) What are the main causes of this drunken and violent issue?
Now, let’s discuss the questions on the worksheet together.
What do you think about Question No. 1?
(Ask each student)

What about Question No. 2?

(Ask each student)

(Expect they answer correctly and summarize their answer)

Feedback

- Did you find any words you don’t know in the editorial?
(If they have some, give them the definition of the words in English)
- Do you agree with this editorial?

- Do have any other reasons that cause this drunken and violent issue?

Activity 2. Instruction

This time, read the editorial once again and find the answers to the questions. You have 5 minutes and work alone.
CCQ

- Where are you going to find the answers on the worksheet?
- Do you work alone?

- How much time to you have?

(Distribute the worksheet)

(Teacher monitor discreetly)

You have one minute. Do you need more time?

(If they need more time, give one minute more.)

Let’s check the answers together. What is the answer for question number 1? 
Do you agree with the answer?

Feedback

- Was it difficult?
- Do you have any questions you don’t understand?
- Do you have any other questions?


Post-activity: 

Materials: Reading text “Rampaging drunks arrested by police”

Instruction

There were some terrible incidents recently happened by drunkards. Choose one and summarize it. And describe your feeling about it and give us one good solution to prevent it for the future. You can search the information by your smart phone. 
Here’s another article that could help you understand.

You work alone and have 10 minutes.

(Ask CCQ distributing text)
CCQ

- What are you going to summarize?
- Are you going to describe your feeling?
- How much time do you have?
(Monitor actively and see if any SS need help.)
One minute left. Do you need more time?
(If they need more than 5 minutes, assign this activity as homework. If they can finish this in time, let them talk about what they prepared for 5 minutes.)
Is there a volunteer?

(If there’s no volunteer, let them speak from right to left.)
Feedback

- You guys did great!!

- How did you feel when you searched the information about the incident?
- Do you have any other social issue you want to discuss next time?
Assign Homework

Now, you have another article “Rampaging drunks arrested by police”. I want you read this article and write a 250~300 word essay describing three solutions to prevent incidents caused by the drunks. And your essay must be submitted to me at the beginning of our next class.
