	Aims: 
After completing the lesson, the students will be able to 
· Fully understand the use of modals (its definition and function)
· Use the right modals in various situations 
· Compare the 3 modals and find their commonality and differences in use
· Practice drilling and speaking
· Produce and share their own sentences in front of the class


	Language Skills:

· Reading: reading explanation table and exercise worksheets
· Listening: listen to other students’ drills and speaking
· Speaking: drilling and exercise grammar practices 
· Writing: writing sentences using modals (would have, should have, could have)


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: drilling
· Lexis: 
· Grammar: use of modals “should have, would have, could have”
· Function: talk about the past event

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· have their own opinions 
· have certain experiences and knowledge
· certain amount of grammar and vocabularies


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to understand the definition of modals
→ encourage the students to guess the definition and explain the meaning several times to make sure they fully understand
· Students may fail to answer the worksheet

→ demonstrate the use of modals in situational contexts 
· Students may have a hard time drilling and writing their own sentences
→ provide more examples and explanations
· Students may need more time to finish the activity (time management)

→ go over the exercise together rather then letting them individually perform

	Hi, everyone. Before we start our class, why don’t we get tuned by listening to a popsong? It is a famous song by Craig David. And I want you to listen carefully to the lyrics because you can find hints for the title of this song which is related to today’s grammar topic. 
(listen to the song)

Does anyone know the title of this song? Can anyone guess? What words or phrases did you hear from the song?
(try elicit the title “Shoulda, Woulda, Coulda” from the students)

CONTEXTUALIZATION
As you have answered, the title of this song is called “Shoulda, Woulda, Coulda”. ‘Shoulda, woulda, coulda’ is an informal way of saying ‘should have, would have, and could have’. 

Guided Warmer Activity

Okay, now let’s listen to the song one more time. Look at the lyrics shown on the PowerPoint slide and this time I want you to try fill in blanks.

	1. RECALL

How was the song? Did you enjoy it? Do you think it was hard to fill in the blanks? Let’s fill in the blanks together and try to guess the story of the song.

(go over the answers and fill in the right modals in the blank)

2. REFLECT

Why do you think Craig David used ‘should have, would have, could have’ phrases in his song? Ask questions such as ‘Was Craig David a good boyfriend to his lover? How is Craig David feeling in this song?’ 

(Try to elicit the similarity between the 3 modals. Let students answer that the modals are used in situations when one talk about past events that did not happen) 

Very good! Now you all know that ‘should have, would have and could have’ are used in conditions when you talk about something that did not happen. However, the meaning of these three modals is slightly differently from each other so I will give you some more detailed explanation. 
3. CONCLUDE

(hand out the explanation table)
Meaning

Should have : 

A. Didn’t do it, but it would have been the right thing to do 

B. Failed to follow one’s advice, expectation, recommendation

C. Something is not right

D. Strong sense of regret
Could have :
A. Was capable of doing but didn’t do (past ability)

B. Express possibility 

C. A sense of criticism

D. Use the phrase ‘If….’
Would have :

A. Past conditionals that did not happen

B. Commonly used with the phrase ‘If….’

C. Express certainty
Now lets go back to our lyrics for further understanding. 

“Should have been a better man, the kinda man that you needed”
“Would have been better off. If I done right by you”
“ I could have done this, I could have done that“

How does Craig David feeling? (regret)

Was Craig David a good boyfriend? (no)

What does Craig David think about his past behavior? (not a right thing to do)

What kind of boyfriend would the girl wish to have? (kind and gentle)

Drilling

We will play a fun game called ‘Cupid Arrows’ to practice the three modals we learned. 

First, I will give everyone a paper with a sentence written on it.

(Randomly hand out the sentences)

Read your own sentence. As you can see, the sentence is unfinished. I will give you 30 seconds to write your own sentence based on the grammar rules we learned today. 

(give 30 seconds to write)

ICQs

What are you writing?

How much time do you have?

Is everyone done writing? I ask one by one to present your own sentence in front of the class. You MUST ONLY tell the sentence that you have written on your paper. Listen carefully because now is the key part of the game. Your goal is to build a one complete sentence. After you have listened to everyone’s sentences you must pick ONE of the other student’s sentences that you think will go along with your own one. 

ICQS

What are you sharing?

Why do you have to listen carefully?

What are you going to do after you listen to everyone’s sentences?

It is important that the partner that you chose must also pick you to complete a sentence. I hope the cupid arrows match each other. 
Now, share your own sentence in front of the class.
(one by one, students tell their own sentence)
Has everyone carefully listened to other students’ sentences? 
Write down the name of a partner who you want to become a couple. 
(Share student’s choice of a partner and see how many couples are born, also go over the sentences) 

Wrap up
How was today’s topic? Do you think it was challenging? Modals are harder to understand because it has many functions and uses. So I want you to frequently practice with your friends. I hope you enjoyed the class and next time we will talk more about modals. 
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
