	Materials:

· Realia (the book)

· Reading script (from the book “Remember Me?” p.40-41& Backcover)


	Aims: 
After completing the lesson, the students will be able to 
· practice different ways to read (scanning, intensive reading) 
· guess and predict the story using past tense
· develop their own plot of a novel

· analyze the key literary elements of the plot

· pick up details from the reading text and answer to questions
· guess the meaning of words (fortune, recollection, leafing through etc)

· practice delivering one’s own opinions and ideas
· practice speaking by discussing with other students
· expand one’s creative thinking


	Language Skills:

· Reading: scanning and reading the context of novel
· Listening: listen to other students’ opinions during discussion session
· Speaking: express and suggest answers to others 
· Writing: practice the sentence “If I were…” 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: practice the pronunciation of certain vocabulary (fortune, recollection, leafing through)
· Lexis: phrases and idioms used to state one’s opinions and thoughts
· Grammar: comprehend the grammatical patterns in the passage (1st person point of view)
· Function: prediction and creative thinking about the storyline
· Discourse: personal reviews about the novel


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· have their own opinions 
· have certain experiences and knowledge
· certain amount of vocabularies and idioms


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to understand the passage or the meaning of words
→ encourage the students to read several times and explain in details
· Students may fail to answer the worksheet

→ introduce the vocabulary first and then teach the students by breaking the passage into several paragraphs 
· Students may spend more time answering the questions (time management)
→ go through the worksheet together rather than letting them answer individually

[guess some more]

Can anyone tell me what I am doing?

[elicit answers from students]

Yes, right now I am guessing and this is what we will be doing in today’s reading class. We are going to guess the storyline of a novel through partial reading. Do you know the meaning of partial? Can anyone guess?

[elicit the meaning of ‘partial’ from students]
The meaning of partial is ‘unfinished’ or ‘a piece of’. So do you think partial reading means reading the entire book? 

[elicit answers from students]

As you all answered partial reading means reading a piece of the novel. So, we will only read few pages of this book to guess the whole storyline. Today’s lesson requires a creative thinking and active participation of everyone. So, are you ready to have some fun?

	First, let me introduce you the title of the book. I have brought the actual book and as you can see, the title is called “Remember Me?” Before we start the activity, I want you to guess the story only by its title. 
[The title is written on the whiteboard]

Instruction
In pairs, I want you to guess the story by its title “Remember Me?” and share your guesses with a partner next to you. I will give you 2 minutes to discuss. 

Demonstration

You can share your guesses or imagination with your partner by using the phrase “I think the story is about ….” For example, “I think the story is about a girl who is lost in the forest”

Okay now, lets start sharing your own guesses.
CCQ
What will you talk about? 

With whom will you share your guesses?

How much time do you have?

[Group the students in pairs]
[Give time warning: you have 30 seconds before we end the discussion]

Okay, now lets hear some of your imagination.

 [elicit possible storylines from students]

Good. It was very interesting to hear your guesses.

Now, I want you to answer some True & False questions just to make sure everyone has understood the passage. I want will give you 2 minutes to finish the worksheet. We will go over the answers together.

CCQ

[Hand out the T&F worksheets]

[Time warning: 20 seconds left]

[Go over the answers with students. 3 minutes] 

Instruction

Now, gather into groups of 3-4 students and I want you to practice creative thinking and guessing. I have two tasks for you to discuss with your friends. The first task is ‘guessing the vocabulary’. There are 3 underlined words in this script and I want you to guess the meaning and discuss about it with your group members. The second task is ‘guessing the story’. Also, share your imagination wit others. I will give you 10 minutes to discuss.
