	Materials:

· Copies of short stories from internet blog (character information about unrequited love)
· Copies of possible tips and solutions for unrequited love


	Aims: 
After completing the lesson, the students will be able to 
· analyze the problem in a given story by intensive reading
· practice delivering one’s own opinions and ideas by doing role plays
· practice speaking by discussing with other students 

· practice expressions and words through drilling 

· develop their own opinion and advices through group discussion
· expand one’s creative thinking and come up with realistic advice by discussion


	Language Skills:

· Reading: character information stories & tips and solutions for unrequited love
· Listening: listen to other students’ opinions during discussion session
· Speaking: express one’s opinion and suggest advice to others 
· Writing: role play 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: practice the pronunciation of certain vocabulary (unrequited love)
· Lexis: phrases and vocabulary used to state one’s opinions and thoughts
· Grammar: comprehend the grammatical patterns in the given story
· Function: giving advice and solution to a problem
· Discourse: dialogue, role play 


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· how the class is set up and run 
· the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· have their own opinions 
· have certain experiences and knowledge
· certain amount of vocabularies and idioms


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to understand the passage or the meaning of words
→ encourage the students to read several times and explain in details
· Students may have trouble with performing role play
→ give instructions and help the students with their scenario and dialogue

	Hello everyone. 
I assume that everyone has fallen in love. How do you feel when you fall in love? How do you feel when you love someone?

(elicit positive emotions from students)

Good, now however there are times when one feel painful while they love someone. When do you feel upset and painful? 

(try to elicit ‘unrequited love’ from students)

Yes, there are cases such as one-way love or unrequited love when the person you love doesn’t love you back. So, today, we are going to discuss about ‘unrequited love’ or ‘a one-way love’ and become a love counselor for those who are hurt from unreturned love! =)
(the title is written on the whiteboard)

	Whole Class


	First, before we become a love counselor and give advice, we need to fully understand the feelings of unrequited love. So, we are going to study about the feelings of unreturned love. I assume that all of you have experienced loving someone who didn’t love you back? Based on your experience, how would you define unrequited love? Talk about your feelings with your partner next to you. I’ll give you 3 minutes.

	1. Role play 
We will now perform an individual role play with your partner. You are going to come up with a conversation between a love counselor and a client. One of you will become a love counselor and the other will become a client. 

(give some time for the students to sit in pairs)

Now, I will hand out a piece of information about the client’s condition.
(hand out the copy of a short story to those students who are clients)
Instructions

Okay, those of you with the handouts will become a client who is having problems with unrequited love. The handout contains information about the character’s situation. Your partner, on the other hand, is going to become a love counselor who will listen to the problem and give advice. I will give you 5 minutes to play your role. 
CCQ
How much time do you have?

What role are you playing?

(run the task, monitor and correct students if they make error or have difficulty understanding the handouts)

2. Group discussion (Free production)
How was the individual role play? Did the love counselor come up with some great advice? Now, we will have group discussions so that you can come up with some tips and solutions for unrequited love. 

Instructions

First, I’ll give you a handout that points possible tips and solutions for unrequited love. You have 2 minutes to read the handout and select 3 tips which you think are the best solutions to get over with one-way love. 
(handout the copies, give 2 minutes for the students to read)

Now, make a group of 4 students and share your own opinion about the choices you made. Then with your group members, come up with 3 best solutions to cope with unrequited love. You have 10 minutes for your group discussion.
