	Aims/Objectives:
· Ss will be able to learn the new vocabulary about farm animals’ sounds and Ss will be able to match the animal’s features through work sheet A activity .
· Ss will be able to know how farm animals make sounds in English by singing and dancing. 

· Ss will be able to memorize farm animals’ features and their sounds through “Find Me” game. 

· I am going to talk to Ss loudly.


	Assumptions:

· Ss have already known farm animals’ name.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

[Do ICQ]

(After 3 min)

(Show the PPT p.5)

What sounds does a duck make? A duck says quack-quack. What sounds does a pig make? A pig says oink-oink. What sounds does a dog make? A dog says bow-wow. What sounds does a cow make?  A cow says moo- moo Good jobs guys. Through this worksheet activity, you can learn animals’ sounds.

	[Playing game activity]
Now, We are going to play a game. Yeah~ The title is “Find Me”. Can you see the post-it cards on the wall? Yes. There is a feature of some animal in the post-it cards. And here, there are 3 whole papers. These are for team A, B, C. You will make 3 groups A, B, C. If I say start goes, all group member go around and tear off the post-it card and then post it on your paper. 
[Demonstration]

I will show you. I tear off the one card from the wall. It is written “It eats a lot”. It could be answer “pig”. And then, I am going to post this card on the pig’s section in this paper. And remember!. There are wrong answers on the wall. Be careful!  Got it? Ok. There are some rules. If you have same cards on your paper. There is not a point. If you post wrong card, you lost one point. You have a 5 Min. And the team holding lots of cards on your paper is winner. 

[Do ICQ] 
On the wall, are there only right answers?

No, there are wrong answers as well. 

If you have 2 same answers, can you get a point? No. It means you have only one point. How about .. If you have wrong answer? Yes. You will lose one point. Who is winner? Yes. The team with holding many cards is the today’s winner. How many minutes do you have? Yes. 5 Min. OK. Let’s start! (turn on the song)

(After  5min)
Ok. Guys. It’s time to finish. We will check your answer together. How many answers do A team have? They have 10 cards. They will have got 10 points. Good. A team is winner. Clap for them. Have a seat please.
