Can you use some sounds? 

What should the last one say? If it is not correct, What will the first one say?
(Show the words)
<Suppress or Overcome?>
Choose two words, one among negative and one among positive.
 And stick them on your chest.(pointing both sides of chest)
In this side, people are feeling negative. And in that side they are positive. They will try to make you smile for 1 minute with their positive facial expressions. But you should keep your feeling expression with this board. (give the holed boards)  If you smile, you should go out and get one △ and the smile making team gets one O. 

Everybody let’s try to show your negative facial expression. And this time make your positive expressions.  Great! 
Let’s determine the winner team.
Who do you think the award should be given? Right! And I think that quickly finishing negative feelings is good too. Do you agree? So everybody is the winner.
