	Topic:  My five senses

	Target Vocabulary:

- see, smell, taste, hear, touch


	Target Sentences:

- I can (see, smell, taste, hear, touch) with my (eyes, nose, mouth, ears, hands). 

- What can you do with your (eyes, nose, ears, mouth, hands)? 

- What can you (see, smell, taste, hear, touch) with your (eyes, nose, mouth, ears, hands)?


	Materials:

- Mp3 player and wall chart (for the song ‘There are five senses.’ and lyric) 

- Real objects for each station (4 plastic containers with lids, cinnamon, blueberry powder, pepper mint extract, vinegar, 5 paper cups with lids, paper clip, coin, sugar, cornflakes, rice, 4 paper bags, plastic straws, clay, sponge, cotton, 4 plates, chocolate/onion/garlic crackers, tomato sauce) 

- 13 copies of workbook               - Five sense dice


	Aims/Objectives:

- Ss will know the sensory functions (seeing, smelling, tasting, hearing, touching) through the game ‘Detective sense!’.
- Ss will able to use ‘with’ by singing the song. 

- Ss will able to use the pattern ‘I can __ with my __. What can you __ with __?’ by repeating. 

- I will give slow and loud instruction so that Ss can understand easily. 


	Assumptions:

- Ss already know
: How to count 1-10, The name of figures, ‘There are five senses.’ song, 
The vocabulary of basic body parts (eyes, nose, mouth, ears, hands) and their plural form 
- Ss are comfortable with working in groups.

- Ss are able to express their opinions and read easy sentences in English. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss may have hard time to read the

worksheets. 
	: Give slow instruction and demonstrate. 

	- Ss may have hard time to spell real objects. 
	: Spell the words on the board with Ss.

	- Ss may feel difficult to exchange another

verb in the fixed sentence.
	: Give hints with gesture and facial 

expression.

	- If Ss finish their task earlier than expected. 


	: Use SOS plan (worksheet ‘Draw 
something you can see, hear, taste, smell and touch.’). 

	- If time is short for each activity. 
	: Skip some activities & give homework.

Ss answer the body parts:
-> Eyes, nose, legs, shoulder… 

	<Greeting>

Good morning! 

How are you today? 

I think you guys look good. 
<Eliciting>

What kind of body parts do we know?
Tell me. (get Ss’ ideas and write them on the board.)
Good.  
Today we are going to talk about our five senses and the body parts there are associated with our senses.

Ss do activity while T monitors. 

Ss answer.

-> It is _______. 
-> ‘Five senses’ song.

Sing a ‘There are five senses.’ song and dance together. (x2)
-> 5!


	<Instructions>

(Distribute workbook) 
Look at the page 1 of ‘My five senses’ book. 

What do you see? 

Can you see there are five blanks for each body part?  
Let’s find the right word for each body part.

<Demonstration>

First, let’s look over the blank on the top. What is this body part? 

Yes, they are ears. 

Now, work alone and fill the blank in 15sec. Let’s start!
<Checking Answers>

What was the answer? 
(point each part and get Ss’ answers.)

That’s correct!

These 5 body parts can help us to sense something. 

Let’s sing ‘There are 5 senses.’ song.
What song? 

(x1) Good! Let’s sing one more time. 

(x2) Well done, everybody.

So we have 5 senses. 

How many senses do we have? 

Yes, we have 5 senses.


	Main Activity

	Materials: Picture(cake), Real objects for each station, Workbook 
(plastic containers with lids, cinnamon, blueberry powder, pepper mint extract, vinegar, paper cups with lids, paper clip, coin, sugar, cornflakes, rice, paper bags, plastic straws, clay, sponge, cotton, plates, chocolate/onion/garlic crackers, tomato sauce)

	Ss think about 5 senses.
-> Yes, a cake.
Ss say their opinions:
-> eat, taste, see… 

Ss answer, repeat and practice target sentences: 
-> Yes, I can (see, taste, smell, hear, touch,) the cake with my (eyes, mouth, nose, ears, hands). 

-> No, I cannot (hear) the cake with my (ears).  

Ss answer: 

-> I can see a star, circle, triangle and square with my eyes. 
-> I can see a star, circle, rectangle and square with my eyes. 

-> triangle and rectangle. 

-> 10 sec.

Ss answer.
-> We cannot see ‘5’ on the left picture.  
-> Shake the cups!

-> Write the answer in the book. 

-> 2 min!

Ss do activity while T monitors. 

All three groups take turns answering. 

-> I can hear (paper clip, coin, sugar, cornflakes, rice) with my ears.
-> 2 minutes.

-> I can smell (cinnamon, blueberry, peppermint, vinegar) with my nose.
Ss do activity while T monitors. 

-> I can taste (chocolate, onion, garlic, tomato sauce) with my mouth. 

- >Yes. 

-> We have 2 minutes.

Ss do activity while T monitors. 

-> I can touch (plastic straws, clay, sponge, cotton) with my hands. 
	(Before starting main activity, write guiding question on the board ‘What are the Five senses?’)
<Eliciting>

(Show a picture of the cake and ask what we can do with the things in the pictures.)
Everyone, can you see this?
What is this? 
If you guys can see the cake, you use your eyes to see this.
What can we do with the cake with our 5 senses? 
Can you tell me? 

(If Ss’ answers are like see, touch, taste, encourage them to make the full sentence by rephrasing.)

Yes, we can see the cake with our eyes.  

Can you repeat after me? Great. 
I can see the cake with my eyes. 
Can we (taste, smell, touch) the cake with our (mouth, nose, hands)?
Can we (hear) the cake with our (ears)?

Great job! Now we are going to explore how our 5 senses work.  

<Instructions - Seeing>

First, we are going to talk about the sense of seeing. 
Open the book and look at the page 4. 

Look at the pictures in the question no.1 on the left. What can you see with your eyes, ____?

On the right, What can you see, ____?
(Help Ss if they cannot answer.)
Good, then, what is the difference in both pictures?

Good.

Now, I want everybody to work in pair. 

Look at the pictures in the second column and find the difference in the both pictures. I will give you 10 sec. 
<CCQ>

How many seconds?
Let’s start. 

<Checking Answers>

Did you find it? What was different? 
<Instructions - Hearing>

From now on, we are going to be a detective!  We will use our sense of hearing to find out what is in the each paper cup.

We will work in a group. Let’s make a group of 4(5).
There are 4 different paper cups. Shake each cup and hear the sound. Be sure to write down the answers in the workbook, page 5.
I will give you 2min for 5 questions. 

<CCQs>

What should we do to hear the sound? 

What should we do when we get the answers? 

How many minutes do we have? 

Okay, let’s hear!
<Checking Answers>

Alright everybody, did you find the answers? What can you hear in the cup 1(2, 3, 4), group? 

(encourage Ss to use sentences)

Using the sentence! I can ______. 

<Instructions – Smelling>

Let’s go on to smelling station at the page 6. 

There are 4 cups with something inside. Smell each cup and write the answer. Work in same group and you have 2 minutes. 
<CCQ>

How many minutes? 
Let’s smell!

<Checking Answers>

Alright everybody, what can we smell in the cup 1(2, 3, 4)? 
<Instructions – Tasting>

Let’s move on to tasting part at the page 7. 

There are 3 samples of food. 
Taste each food and write the answer. I will give you 2 minutes. 
Let’s taste!

<Checking Answers>

Alright everybody, what can we taste in the plate 1(2, 3)? 
<Instructions – Touching>
Here are 4 mystery paper bags. 
Close your eyes and put your hand in each bag. What can you touch? 
Find the answer at the page 8, in 2 minutes. 
<CCQs>

Should we close our eyes when we put our hands in the bag? 
How much time do we have?
Let’s touch! 

<Checking Answers>

Do you need more time to find out the answers? (If yes, give 1 extra min)

What is in the bag no.1 (2, 3, 4)? 

What can you touch? 
Well done, everybody. 


	Post Activity

	Materials: Five senses dice

(show demo at the same time) Roll the dice and name the sense that the picture shows! (Ex. Nose!)

Make a sentence what the sense can do. (Ex. Nose can smell popcorn.)

(ask Ss to make sentence in turns.)
