	Target Vocabulary:

- Dinosaur, museum, went, saw, played, hid, ran


	Target Sentences:

- What did he ____ do? 
- He went / saw / played / hid / ran. 


	Materials:
- Storybook ‘Danny and the dinosaur’ by Syd Hoff

- Picture of dinosaur

- Markers, board, blank pieces of paper, color pencils and old news paper 
- Clays, gloves and example of clay art for making a dinosaur (pre-activity) 

- Mp3 player, hokey pokey tune and wall chart for the lyric of ‘Dino hokey pokey’
- 3 sets of sentence cards for hide and seek game (post-activity)
- Example of book cover  


	Aims/Objectives:

- Ss will be able to learn vocabularies and expressions by reading the story.
- Ss will be able to develop their listening skill through the story-telling activity. 

- Ss will be able to understand and remember the story by placing the sentence cards in order of contents. 

- Ss will naturally be able to learn the past tense by reading the story. 
- I will not explain and teach the past tense directly and just let Ss get into it. 

- I will use the various tones of voice in order to attract Ss’ interest while reading.


	Assumptions:

- Ss are at an Intermediate level and have already known basic words in the story.
- Ss already know the features of dinosaurs and the ‘Hokey Pokey’ song. 
- Ss are familiar with acting out and group work.
- Ss are able to express their opinions and read the sentences in English. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
	 

	- Ss may not know some vocabularies in the story.

- Ss may have hard time to spell the objects.
- Ss may not understand the rules of activity

- If Ss finish their task earlier than expected. 
- If time is short for post activity. 
	: Point the illustrations while telling 
the story.
: Spell the words on the board with Ss.

: Show Ss demonstration.
: Use SOS plan (Making a book cover)
: Skip the making a book title activity.

I went to the museum of natural history and there were lots of interesting things to see. Especially, it was really fun to see the bones of this animal. 

There are many types of this animal. There are movies about this animal. 

This giant animal is alive no more. 

Can you guys guess what kind of animal I saw in the museum?
(Show the picture of dinosaur to Ss)

Yes, that’s right!

	<Instructions and demonstration – ‘Making a dinosaur’>

Look at my own dinosaur. His name is Mr. Jin-Rex. I made it yesterday.
Now, we are going to make our own dinosaur! 
There are clay dough and gloves on your table. Put on your gloves first. 
And then use your imagination and make your own dinosaur. 
After making it, give a name for your dinosaur! You have 3 min to make it. 

<ICQ>

How many minutes do you have?

What should we do when we finish making our own dinosaur? 
Okay, let’s start!
Is everyone done with your dinosaur? Can I see yours? Wow, it looks good!

Well done. Did you have fun? 
<Instructions – ‘Dino Hokey Pokey’>

Now, come to the center and make a circle. Let’s stretch our body!

You guys already know the ‘Hokey Pokey’ song and dance, right?

Today, I prepared different versions of ‘Hokey Pokey’. We are going to sing ‘Dino Hokey Pokey’!

<Eliciting>
Before we sing a song, let’s think about the features of the dinosaur!

(Put paper corn in the fingers.)
The dinosaurs have these on their feet.
What can we call these? 
And the dinosaurs have sharp teeth. How about the legs? Are they big?

And what about the tail? 

Good. Now let me show you how to sing and dance the ‘Dino Hokey Pokey.’
<Demonstration>
1. You put your big claws in

You put your big claws out

You put your big claws in

And you shake it all about,

You do the hokey pokey

and you turn yourself around

That's what it's all about. (Rawr!)

2. You put your big teeth in   

You put your big teeth out

You put your big teeth in

And you shake it all about,

You do the hokey pokey

and you turn yourself around

That's what it's all about. (Rawr!) 

3. You put your big leg in   

You put your big leg out

You put your big leg in

And you shake it all about,

You do the hokey pokey

and you turn yourself around

That's what it's all about. (Rawr!)

4. You put your big tail in   

You put your big tail out

You put your big tail in

And you shake it all about,

You do the hokey pokey

and you turn yourself around

That's what it's all about. (Rawr!)
Now, let’s sing and dance together with the music. Don’t forget to act like a dinosaur! 
<ICQ>
Should we act like a dinosaur? 
Okay, let’s start!

(Sing and dance with Ss.)

Wow, you guys can sing and dance like a dinosaur! Great job!

	They both had ice cream instead.
“Let’s go to the zoo and see the animals.” said Danny
Everybody came running to see the dinosaur. 
Nobody stayed to see the lions.

Nobody stayed to see the elephants.

Nobody stayed to see the monkeys.
And nobody stayed to see the seals, giraffes or hippos either. 

“Please go away so the animals will get looked at.” said the zoo man.

“Let’s find my friends.” said Danny
“Very well!” said the dinosaur. 
“There they are.” said Danny
“Why, it’s Danny riding on a dinosaur. Maybe he’ll give us a ride” said a child. 

“May we have a ride?” asked the children. 

“I’d be delighted.” said the dinosaur. 
“Hold on tight.” said Danny.

Around and around the block ran the dinosaur, faster and faster and faster. 

“This is better than a merry-go-round.” said the children. 
(Skip the page 44-46 and read the page 47-59)

“Let’s play hid and seek.” said the children. 

“How do you play it?” said the dinosaur. 
“We hide and you try to find us.” said Danny.
The dinosaur covered his eyes.
All the children ran to hide.

The dinosaur looked and looked but he couldn’t find the children. 

“I give up.” he said. 
Now it was the dinosaur’s turn to hide. 
The children covered their eyes. 

(Ask Ss where the dinosaur hid in the page 52, 53 and 54.)

<Literal Q’s> Look, where did the dinosaur hide? 
<Implied Q’s> Why did children find him easily? 
(Keep reading from the page 55 to last page.)

“I guess there’s no place for me to hide.” said the dinosaur. 
“Let’s make believe we can’t find him.” said Danny.
“Where can he be? 

Where, oh, where is that dinosaur? Where did he go? 

We give up!” said the children. 

“Here I am.” said the dinosaur.

“The dinosaur wins. We couldn’t find him. He fooled us!” said the children. 

“Hurrah for the dinosaur! Hurray! Hurray!”
It got late and the other children left. 

Danny and the dinosaur were alone.

“Well, goodbye, Danny.” said the dinosaur. 
“Can’t you come and stay with me? We could have fun.” said Danny.
“No. I’ve had a good time – the best I’ve had in a hundred million years. But now I must get back to the museum. They need me there.” said the dinosaur. 
“Oh… well, good bye.” said Danny.
Danny watched until the long tail was out of sight. 

Then he went home alone.
“Oh, well.” thought Danny.
“We don’t have room for a pet that size, anyway. But we did have a wonderful day.”
The end.

	Now we are going to play a hide and seek game just like children and dinosaur. 
<Grouping>
(In the pocket, there are orange, yellow and green papers.)
Take the one color paper out of the pocket. 
Who has an orange paper? Yellow paper? Green paper? 

Find the friends who have the same color paper! 

Did you meet your group?

<Instructions>

I hid 7 sentence cards for each team in the classroom. 
Find the same color cards. You have 2 minutes to find it. 

<ICQs>

How many cards should we find?

Should we find the same color paper?
How many minutes do we have?

Okay, let’s seek the card! 

Did you find all of the cards? 
(Check each team, if they are done.)

Good job. 
Now close your eyes for 20 seconds and think about the story again! 
(Wait for 20 sec.)

Open your eyes. Can you still remember the story?

<Instructions - Story sequence activity>

Now, we are going to place these 7 sentence cards in order on the board. Work in your group in 2 minutes..
<ICQ>
What should we do in 2minutes?

Are you done? Let’s check. Good job. 
<Instructions – Making book title>
For the last activity, we are going to create a new title of the story.
(Show an example) 
I made a new title like this. ‘A wonderful day with my friend, Dinosaur!’
Think creatively and give a new title with your group in 1 min. 
<ICQs>
What should you do? 

Are you working alone?
 Let’s start!
