	Aims/Objectives:
   Students will be able to

1) Recognize (name) the colors in English. 
           2) Ask about the objects’ colors


	Assumptions:

           Students like to paint with their fingers 
           Students are good with cutting and pasting


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

          1)Students might be excited too much about the finger painting, so better to have 
             a couple of parent volunteers to watch/control students while teacher gives 
instructions.
          2) Classroom and students might get dirty and messy so teach students and ask
      students to work together to clean up their messes.

	Materials:

Small containers ( to put some paints)

	Horse shoe

	Follow teacher’s instruction to get ready for finger painting.
Speak out loud of the materials or colors’ name they know

Students wriggle their fingers.
	T: Hello class! Did you have a good lunch? Good. Now we are going to have some fun with our fingers.

Look at your desk. What can you see?

What colors can you see?

(Students answer by eliciting)

T: Yes. Paints, plastic bags, papers, and three colors- red, yellow, blue. Now follow me before we paint. Put the plastic bag on so your clothes will not get dirty. And let’s do some finger exercises. Perfect, now we are ready.

	Horse shoe
	Students will draw pictures only with three colors- red, blue, and yellow. They will notice that they can make mixed colors through finger painting.
Students will work together to clean up the table and their hands.)
	T: First, we will only use two colors-red and blue. Put some of red and some of blue on your paper and mix them to draw anything with your fingers.
(Teacher asks ICQs like 

-we are using how many colors?

-what can you draw?)

(Do first, red and blue

second, red and yellow

third, blue and yellow.)

(Teacher gives students about 3minutes for each papers)

T: What colors can you see?

(Students answer 

First, red, blue, and purple

Second, red, yellow, and orange

Third, blue, yellow, and green by eliciting.)

(Teacher writes down 

First, Red + Blue = Purple

Second, Red + Yellow = Orange

Third, Blue + Yellow = Green

 On the board)

T: Did you have fun coloring? Now let’s clean up for next exercise.

(Teacher asks students wipe their hands and desks with watered tissue and take off the plastic bags.)

	Horse shoe
	Students will do cut and paste work to make six colored magnifying glasses
	T: Now, let’s cut and paste exercise.
Cut the line on the black paper, first. 

(Teacher gives students time to cut the papers.)

T: Then glue the Cellophane on it

(Teacher shows how and give students time to glue)

T: This is a color magnifying glass. You will make 6 of them. 2 of reds, 2of blues, and 2 of yellows. 

(Teacher asks ICQs like

- what is this?

- how many will you make in total?

- how many reds? Blues? Yellows?

	Horse shoe

	Students will use target sentence to answer teacher’s questions.
	T: what color is this?
(Teacher holds one of the magnifying glasses.)

(Students answer)

T: how about... (overlap it with other color), what color is this?

(continue until the teacher asks all the target words.)

T: Now you can show your mom what color you can make with these.

	Horse shoe
	Students will work in pairs to discuss and do work sheets.

Students will be asked to use the target sentences.
	T: I will pair you up with your friend to work on this work sheet.

(Give students their work sheet.)

T: First make the color with cellophane

 Then, ask your partner using today’s sentence. 
T: What is today’s sentence?

(Students will answer “what color is this?”)
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
