	Target Vocabulary:

-Coat, Blouse, Jacket, Shirt, T-Shirt, Waistcoat, Sweater, Pajamas


	Target Sentences:

Q: What are(is) you(he, she) wearing?

A: I(He, She) am(is) wearing  Target Vocab.


	Materials:

-Papers and color pencils


	Aims/Objectives:
Ss will be able to name what they are wearing or the others wearing by 

1) eliciting pictures,

2) group talking in story telling time, and

3) “Do you love your neighbor?” game.


	Assumptions:

          1) Some Ss might know the target words already and feel bored. Spot those students as quick as possible and try to drag their attentions so the whole class can work together. 

          2) Some of target words’ spellings might be hard to memorize and it is not important to memorize in this level so try not to force them to do so.

	Materials: Pictures of cartoon characters

                Name tags of clothes

	Time

	5-10 Min
	Horse sue

	Students elicit the pictures Teacher’s showing.

Ss will learn the names of clothes by speak aloud
	T: Hello Class. Can you tell me what I am wearing? (Ss answer) Yes! These are my favorite clothes. Today we will talk about your favorite clothes. But first let’s look at some pictures. 

(Take one picture out and show the Ss.)

T: This is (character’s name). What is he wearing? 

(Ss answer/ Eliciting)

T: that is right. He(She) is wearing a (target vocab). 

(Put the picture on the board with the right name tags)

(continue until T uses up the pictures)

	10-15 Min

	Doesn’t matter
	In a group of two, Ss will draw their partners and describe what their partner’s wearing.
	T: I will make a group of two(make groups). Now, look at your partner and please say “Hello” (Ss say “Hello”). I will give you a piece of paper and color pencils to draw your partner. Look close what they are wearing. I will give you 5minutes to draw and after you finish drawing you will introduce your partner to classmates what your friend is wearing. 
T: Now how many minutes?

(T asks ICQs to check every students know what they should do.)
(Give Ss papers and color pencils)

T: Let’s draw! 

(Teacher should remind the Ss how much time remains.)

T: Ok finish your work now. Hold your picture so everyone can see and introduce your partner. 
(T shows a demo so students can follow the example)

(After the activity T gathers the picture to hang on the wall)

	Ss will ICQs to remember the game they played before.

Ss will sit in a circle and follow the T’s instruction.
Play “Do you love your neighbor?”
	T: Now we will play “Do you love your neighbor?” We played this game before but this time with name tags. What are the two answers that you can say? 
(Ss answer and T will write down on the board with corrections if needed.)

T: Let’s make a circle with your chair. Sit down, please. (after the children settle down) I will give you a name tag you should hold in front of you. When a tagger asks you “do you love your neighbor?” you can answer either “yes, except who wears the name of cloth.” Or “no.” for the name of the cloth you can use the name on the name tag.
