4) Students like to sit down and listen to the teacher in 10minutes maximum.

	Horse shoe

	Students will listen to the teacher and answer ICQs and CCQs
	T: Hello everybody. How are you today? Did you have fun in recess with your friends? We are going to introduce our best friends today. On your desk there are work sheets to draw your best friends in five minutes. After you draw your best friends write down these sentences.
(show the target sentences on the board)

Let’s read these sentences together.

(Students read out loud with teacher)
T: What are we going to draw? 
In how many minutes?

After you draw what do you write down on your paper?

	Horse Shoe
	Students will introduce their best friends one at a time using target sentences.
	T: Now let’s introduce your best friends to your classmates. 

(call one student’s name and ask)
T: Can you introduce your best friend?

(listen to the students’ presentations.)

T: Thank you for sharing. Now let me introduce my best friend. Her name is Honey Bunny. She is a very cute bunny. But she has a problem. Let’s find out what her problem is.

	Horse Shoe
	Students will listen to the story and answer some questions by eliciting
	(Show the cover page to the students and ask what they can see on the page.)
T: This is Honey Bunny. Isn’t she cute? What can you see here?

(Students answer by eliciting.)

T: Yes, it looks like Honey Bunny likes this bear. What is he doing? Is he looking at the Honey Bunny? No. Let’s hear Honey Bunny’s story.
(Teacher will read the story book. Showing the page to the students occasionally with some questions about what the students think.

1) What is this? 

2) What is Honey Bunny doing?

3) What is Eddy Bear doing?

4) What do you think will happen next?

5) What will you do if you were Honey Bunny?

6) Etc.

(After the story is over.)

T: So do you think Honey Bunny will be happy now? Why?

T: what helped Eddy Bear to see Honey Bunny’s smile?

(Students will answer.)

T: Now let’s think about what Honey Bunny did to attract Eddy Bear attention.

	In four groups
	Students will do group works. First, color the papers they are given. Second discuss what the picture on the paper means. Third match the picture with the cards on the board.
	T: I will make a group of four. Can you say one, two, three, and four? Good. Now number one group sits here, two here, three here, and four here.

(Students will sit in a group.)

T: I will give you a work sheet. First you will color the picture. Second talk to your group member what Honey Bunny was doing to Eddy Bear on the picture. And third what was Eddy Bear’s reaction. 

T: What is the first thing to do?

    Second?

    Third?

    I will give you 5 minutes, starting now. 

(check every group is done)
T: Are you done? Now look at the board. Who is this? Yes Eddy Bear. Look at this picture. What is he doing? How about this one? 

(after ask about all the pictures on the board.)

T: Now can you match the pictures you have with the pictures on the board?

   Think about what Honey Bunny did and how Eddy Bear reacted back in the story. 
T: Now come out with your picture and let’s match.

(students come out to the board and match the pictures.)

T: Good, thank you and go back to your seat, please.
