	Listening Lesson Plan – Summer Vacation

	Materials:
· Phrasal verb worksheet (12 copies)

· Listening CD and CD player (dialogue about a minute long) 
· Listening worksheet (12 copies)

· Family member wall chart
· Whiteboard, board markers, tape


	Aims:
· To learn the correct usage of common phrasal verbs by competing a phrasal verb worksheet and getting examples

· To practice listening to real-life casual conversation of a family – adults and teenagers

· To be able to catch details from a fast-paced real-life conversation by completing worksheet
· To get used to a couple of useful expressions commonly used in everyday life by repetitive drill

· To practice speaking by sharing thoughts and ideas about imaginary honeymoon as well as sharing answers with the class


	Language Skills:
· Reading : Phrasal verb worksheet

· Listening : Conversation that a family is having regarding their upcoming summer vacation

· Speaking : Phrasal verb sentences, repeating expressions, comparing answers within groups and sharing ideas about imaginary honeymoon with the partner as well as the whole class

· Writing : Completing vacation plan wall chart


	Language Systems:
· Lexis : Meaning of phrasal verbs used in the conversation

· Function : Suggesting and appealing one’s thoughts and hopes

· Discourse : Conversing ideas about imaginary honeymoon


	Assumptions:
· The students have been on vacations before

· The students are familiar with each other and pair and group works are not awkward

· The students are not married

· All 12 students will make it to class today


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may find phrasal verbs too easy

· Skip explanation and giving more example sentences when going through the worksheet

· The group work may take up more time than expected, depending on how many times the students would want to listen to the dialogue

· Skip repetitive drill exercise

· Students may drag on for too long when talking about their imaginary honeymoon as they may find it interesting
· Only ask 3~4 students to share their ideas and keep to time limit for each session

	Hello everyone, what do you think of the weather today?  Very hot, right?  It’s already July this week!  Does anybody have a summer vacation planned yet?  
(Have a couple of students to talk about their plan briefly, if any)

What’s your holiday style?  What do you think makes a successful vacation?  For me, I prefer a relaxing holiday and it does not really matter where I am going as long as I am going with the right people.
(Have a couple of different students to state their preference and opinions)
Today, we are going to listen to a family planning their upcoming summer vacation.  Before we begin, let’s go over some of the phrasal verbs that you will hear in the dialogue.

	Phrasal verb
Instruction
What do you think phrasal verbs are?  Can you give me some examples?

(Elicit some phrasal verbs and jot down on the board)

This worksheet I will be handing out in a minute is very simple to do.  Work alone, you may use dictionary if necessary, and pick what you think is the right phrasal verb from the box and fill in the blank in the sentence.  There are 10 sentences and 10 phrasal verbs, and each phrasal verb is used just once.  I will give you 5, 6 minutes to complete, then we’ll look at the answers together.
(Distribute the worksheet)
CCQ
Are you working alone, or in pairs?
Where do you get the phrasal verbs to fill in the blanks?
How many times can a phrasal verb be used?
Monitor, answer students if they have any questions.

Give time warning after 5 minutes to wrap up, and stop after 6 minutes.

Go through the worksheet together by letting a student say one sentence each out loud with the phrasal verb they chose.  
Explain the meaning of each phrasal verb again and give another example situation and sentence to make it clear.

	I. Listening for the main idea
Instruction
Now we are going to listen to the family’s conversation.  You don’t have to write or do anything, just focus on each member of the family and listen carefully.  They have different ideas and hopes about their summer vacation so see if you can grasp what each member wants.
CCQ
What do you do while listening?

What are you listening for?

(Play the dialogue without pausing)

How was that?  Could you hear well?  Do you want to listen again?

· Yes – Play the CD again

· No – Have them share what they heard and their thoughts

How many people are in this family?  

What kind of holiday does the father want to go on?

How about the mother?

What do the kids prefer?
II. Listening for the details
Instruction

Here are some questions for you to answer as you listen to the dialogue, about each member of the family.  Work individually.
CCQ
What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone or in pairs?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Take a look at the worksheet first.  Now are you ready?

(Play the dialogue, pausing after each person finishes talking)

Here we go again.

(Play the dialogue again, without pausing)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes – Play again

· No – move on to checking answers

In your groups of three, I will give you about 5 minutes to compare your answers.  Then each group will represent one family member – so group 1 is the father, 2 the mother, 3 Sarah and 4 Michael – and go up to the wall chart and write down everything you know about the person from the dialogue – facts, verbs, adjectives to describe them.
CCQ
Each group, who do you represent?

(While students compare answers in groups, put up the wall chart on the board)

Look at the charts as a class, and ask if there’s anything to add for the family member that a different group worked on.  Listen to the dialogue again and if there’s anything missing from the chart that was in the dialogue, pause and add in the details on the charts.

	I. Repetitive drill

Instruction

There are a couple of useful expressions that you may find handy when you use English in real life.  Repeat these sentences after me.  You can write them down after we are done repeating.
(Pick a couple of commonly used expressions from the dialogue and repeat them about 3 times each)
II. Free Production

Instruction

Imagine you are planning your honeymoon.  Your spouse-to-be has given you the total control and you can do anything with this trip.  In your pairs, discuss what your honeymoon is going to be like – where are you going?  Why?  What are you going to do?  For how long?  Etc. etc.  You have 5 minutes.

CCQ
What you are planning?

Are you working alone or in pairs?

Monitor, add in a comment or subtly correct any speaking errors students are making.

Share students’ ideas.

III. Conclude lesson

That would be a very interesting honeymoon for some of you, eh?  
Right, that was brilliantly done, how did you find the listening exercise?  Easy?  Was it hard at first, but you eventually caught on every word?

Make sure you go over those phrasal verbs and expressions that we learnt today as they are very useful.
That’s it class, have a great evening and see you tomorrow!
