	Pre-Teach Vocabulary : Find the word.
Instructions
Now, We’ll study new vocabularies to understand

the text.

There are 16 words and 16 meanings in worksheet. Ss have to find correct word each meaning. If Ss can’t find correct word, they can use your dictionary. Give 5 minutes. Work individually.
Demonstration
( Give worksheet #1)
For example, look at i ”extraordinary”, this meaning is very unusual or surprising. If you don’t know the meaning, first guess the meaning of the word. Extra means additional, ordinary means normal. You can find out that this word means unusual. After guessing, you can use your dictionary. 
CCQ

	1. Guiding Question
( Write the title of the board.)
“What genre of movie do you like?” Talk with your partner.
Instruction
What is your favorite movie? What movie are you going to see next? Let’s just talk with your partner. Don’t write down. I’ll give you 3 minutes.

2. TASK A
Instruction
You will have a worksheet. Look at the paper.

There are 4 movies’ previews. Let’s read it individually. After we’ll match the picture with title. The most important thing is catching main idea. You have to underline the sentence you think main idea each preview. I’ll give you 7 minutes.

Demonstration
For example, look at “I AM”. You may see a sentence “ K-pop and talent agency S.M. Entertainment has created a documentary film ” If you think this is main idea. Underline it.

2. TASK B
Instruction

Demonstration
For example, look at 2 “If you liked comedy movie, you would see “Yeongasi”. ( True / False )” is it okay? Is Yeonhasi comedy movie?
You know the answer is False.

Work Sheet #2 ( Reading Text )
1.  I AM (Korea, Opened June 21, Documentary. Directed by Choi Jin-seong.)
K-pop and talent agency S.M. Entertainment has created a documentary film to once again glorify their New York concert at Madison Square Garden. The movie is a cinematically edited version of SM’s 16 years of archived video footage -- from its 32 idols’ younger days as aspiring stars and SM-trainees to the day of the Madison Garden triumph last year. Featured stars include the legendary boy band H.O.T member Kang Ta, pop singer BoA, and members of SM’s top groups Girls’ Generation, Super Junior, SHINee, TVXQ and f(x).

2. Miss GO (Korea, Opened June 21, Comedy & Action, Directed by Park Cheol-gwan.)

A recluse cartoonist Cheon Su-ro (Ko Hyun-jung) suffers from severe social phobia, to a degree that she’s too afraid to make a phone call to order food. One day, she runs into a nun who asks for a weird favor, which involves delivering a cake to someone unknown. Su-ro agrees to do the favor, and eventually gets involved with one of the biggest organized crime groups in the country and transforms herself into an extraordinary criminal.

3. Yeongasi  (Korea, Opening July 5, Thriller, Directed by Park Jeong-woo.)

Jae-hyuk (Kim Myeong-min) is an ordinary man in his 40s who works for a medical supplies company. One day, a number of dead bodies are found floating on the Han River. The public is even more shocked when they find out the men and women jumped into the water as if they were on drugs, as seen on CCTV footage. Experts discover there is an outbreak of fatal virus-infected horsehair worms. Once infected by the deadly parasitic animal, one becomes unbearably hungry and thirsty, and eventually jumps into a body of water out of severe dehydration. When the government desperately seeks the cure for the disease, Jae-hyuk finds out his family, too, is showing similar symptoms as the victims.

4. Runway Cop (Korea, Opened May 31, Comedy, Directed by Shin Tae-ra.)

Detective Cha Cheol-soo (Kang Ji-hwan) does not care about the way he looks or what others think of him. He is fat and does not wash enough. His hair is always greasy and his clothes smell. But when he is assigned to a drug case in Korea’s flashy fashion industry, he is ordered to lose at least 20 kilograms and pretend to be a fashion model to investigate undercover
