	Aims:  
To practice listening skill through the fairy story 
To learn vocabulary and expressions by completing vocabulary worksheet
To be able to pick up details by answering story ordering
To share their thinking through group discussion

To make Ss interest about listening through speech of people with alive voices




	Language Skills:
Listening: Listening to the fairy story, interacting with class mates
Reading: Reading script, worksheet
Speaking: Prediction, sharing their thinking with group members
Writing: Creating new unique story ending



	Language Systems:
Phonology: Listen and pronounce new words
Lexis: Learning new vocabulary
Grammar: Making new story ending 
Function: Learning expressions, delivering thinking clearly
Discourse: Discussion in groups



	Assumptions:
Students already know: 

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 2 groups at each table)
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students are children (Age under 12)

· All students are interested in the fairy story



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Ss may not be able to know new words 
· Give a chance to speak again and write them down on the board

Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening

· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

If time is short
· Cut writing activity and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about new story ending they create

If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

· Ask as many students as possible about their ideas of unique story ending and ask whose story is the best they think
