	Materials:

           - A cut with pieces of papers with the vocabularies describing the weather (10 pieces) and activities (10 pieces)
- Mp3 player [2 files, about 1.5 min each] and the speaker
- Worksheet with boxes to draw in
- Wall chart (4 pieces) with crayons (4 sets)


	Aims:

- To learn how to describe different weathers

- To learn about the various activities that can be enjoyed in different weathers.


	Language Skills:

- Reading : Reading other’s wall chart
- Listening : Two speaker’s short speeches about what they enjoy to do in different weathers; Listening what other students like to do in different weathers
- Speaking : Talking in groups what activities can be enjoyed in different weathers
- Writing : Creating the wall chart; Writing the essay (homework)


	Language Systems:
- Phonology : Learn the sound of the words describing the weathers and activities
- Lexis : Learn the meaning of the words describing the weathers and activities
- Grammar : Learn how the words describing the weathers and activities are used in a sentence 
- Function : Learn to describe the weathers and the activities that can be enjoyed in different weathers 
- Discourse : By talking in groups, learn to tell own stories about the activities each enjoy to do in different weathers


	Assumptions:
           Students already know : 
           - how the class is set up and run (there will be 3 student groups at each table)
           - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

           - all students are living in a country with four seasons           


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

    - Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
(  Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the file again until they get the gist of the content
- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

(  Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

- Students may needed more time to work in groups and so the presentation time is short 

(  Tell students to close up group activity within 2 min. Then for the presentation, ask only two volunteer groups to present their wall chart. 

- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated 

(  Ask as many students as possible about what activities they would like to try in future and the reason why.

Instruction

(Play the 2 files without stopping)

Now, open your eyes. I will hand out a piece of paper. (Hand out the worksheet with boxes to draw in.) This time, I will play it once again and you will draw the activities these two speakers enjoy to do in different weathers.

2nd ACTIVITY:

Instruction
