	Aims:

- Students to learn own love language and speak about their thoughts why they think it is their primary love language.
- Students to discuss and share their opinions on worksheet questions.


	Language Skills:

- Reading : Reading and doing the checklist of five love languages to find out own love language
- Listening : Listening to each others when discussing in groups about the questions in the worksheet
- Speaking : Talking with the partner what love language each one has and the reason why he/she thinks so. Discussing in group about own opinions about the answers in the worksheet.
- Writing : Summarizing the answers from the group discussion in the worksheet. 


	Language Systems:
- Phonology : Learn the sound of the words (language, affirmation, compliments, quality, service, physical..etc)

- Lexis : Learn the meaning of the words above through doing the checklist or group discussion
- Grammar : Learn how above words are used in a sentence while reading and doing the checklist of finding own love language
- Function : Learn the function of words can be used in particular situations by telling own love language and asking others’ love languages
- Discourse : By discussing in groups using above words, learn what different love languages others have and find how it can affect our relationships in life


	Assumptions:

Students already 
           - know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

           - have experience of loving someone or being loved 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not feel comfortable when their primary love language is physical touch.
(  Tell the student to talk about second love language they have in the list.
- There may not be enough time to do the checklist 
(  Give more time to do the checklist and cut the group discussion time little short.

	Discuss with friends what love language Gary Chapman may have introduced in the book and come up as many love languages they can think of.
Speak out the love languages they have come up with.


	Have you read the book “The Five Love Languages” by Gary Chapman?

Based on this book, there are five love languages and each person has his/her own unique love language how he/she expresses love or how he/she feels loved when this language is spoken. 
Let’s try to guess what five languages Gary Chapman may have introduced in this book. For example, I have told you I like to buy small gifts to my family. Gift can be one love language.
What other love languages do you think there can be? Please discuss with your partner and try to come up as many love languages you can think of. It does not have to be only to your lovers but it can be also to your friends and family. 
You have 5 min to discuss.
OK, please tell me what love languages you think could exist. 

(Write the answers down on the board. Check if all five love languages have came out. If not, try to elicit the languages that haven’t been spoken out yet by showing the PPT file.)

So the five love languages Gary Chapman have introduced in his book are Words of Affirmation, Quality Time, Gifts, Acts of Service and Physical Touch.
