	Aims: 
Students will listen to the CD and familiar with the expression “I like to ~~~”.
Each student will be able to say what he/she likes to do and understand what his/her friends say. By the end of the class, all of the students will be able to use the expression freely.


	Language Skills: 
Listening to the CD, Repeating what is said, Making students own expression, understanding what others say.


	Language Systems:  
Phonology: Pronounce words correctly.

Lexis: Learn the meanings of words.
Grammar: Be familiar with the expression “ I like to + base verb”
Discourse: Using various words and the expression “I like to + base verb”,                                                         “Do you like to + base verb?” and “What do you like to do?” for communication.


	Assumptions: 
Students don’t know “I like to + base verb” expression. They like to say what they like to do. So, they get interested in using that expression to say what they like to do in English.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Errors: Students might omit “to” before base verb. They may answer with a word only instead of making a sentence. (EX. “What do you like to do?” “piano”)

Solutions: Let the students listen to the CD and sing the “I like to do” song repeatedly. When they answer with a word, teacher will sing “I like to~~~.”
