 To recognize the differences between simple past tense and present

Assumptions about Students:

All students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

All students know each other such as name.(They don’t need a Ice-break.) 
All students are in the group of 2 members.(except 1 group)
All students know the form the present perfect tense not exactly.

 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

If students aren’t able to understand fully in pre-activity,

→ draw timelines
If students don’t know the meaning of the words, 
→ make students ask for teacher or partner, don’t make students use 

their dictionaries.
If Students are absent, so they can’t talk partner, 
→ make alternative group 
If Ss may not be able to make question by using present perfect form 

when they talk with a partner

→ Monitor them by walking around the class and help and encourage 

students to make a full question sentence.

	Task A : Learning present perfect tense 
and past tense

Can you use “6 years ago”, “last weekend” or “yesterday” in present perfect tense sentence?
