	Language Skills:
· Listening: listening to teacher’s instruction and other students’ opinion
· Reading: reading worksheets

	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Teacher will give more time but not too much time considering next steps.

	2. Role play: Matchmaking

Instruction

Now, we are going to do matchmaking role plays. We will work with partner. (pointing) You and you will be team A, you and you will be team B, you and you will be team C, Okay?
CCQ

Let’s see, if you are team B, put up your hands . If you are team A, put up your hands. All right.

Instruction

Now, one of you will be a matchmaker and the other will be a ‘client’ who tries to find a spouse. Client should suggest  at least 3 conditions for the spouse and Matchmaker should suggest that many spouses meeting each condition. But remember that the man matchmaker suggests should have one cardinal flaw each. This means client should use at least 3 adjectives describing men and the matchmaker should use at least 6 adjectives(3 positive ones, 3 negative ones). You will have 7 minutes to write a script for this role play.
Demonstration

Let me show you with one example. (Naming one student)S1, can you come out and be my guest?

T: Welcome to MEET YOUR SPOUSE. I am your couple manager, Emma. How can I help you?

S1: I am looking for a man who is very gentle and good-looking.

T: Gentle and good-looking? That’s all? Any other conditions?
S1: Let me think…Ah, it would be nice if he is rich.

T: rich? Okay, let me check with our man client list.(after looking through computer monitor) I found a man who is gentle and good-looking. 

S1: Really? Let me see him right now!

T: Hm…but he is…not rich.

S1: Actually, ‘rich’ is not my first priority. My first priority is appearance.

T: But I must tell you that this guy is very poor. Actually, he has no job.

S1: No job? Then how does he make his living?

T: He is living with his parents now.

S1: No job…..living with his parents? No. I can’t accept that. Can you find another one?

T: Hm…How about this guy? He is very rich and very gentle, but he is a bit old.

See? You two should cooperate and narrow down the candidates to one. 
CCQ
· Who will be a matchmaker and who will be a client? If you are a client, put up your hand.

· How many adjectives should client use consulting matchmaker?

· Which result should you make with your partner? 

· How much time do we have?

Now, you can start working with your partner.
