	Aims: 
· Ss will work individually in a group by sharing information that is unique to each student. (Group Dynamics)

· Ss will be able to speak fluently with activity.
· Ss will practice making small talk and do some gossiping.

· Ss will be able to memorize and collect each information.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: teacher’s elicitation, teacher’s example of vocabulary; background information of story, other Ss responses to talk; other Ss opinions in discussion.

· Reading: role card

· Speaking: asking and answering during small talk and gossiping. 
· Writing: filling information during small talk and gossiping.



	Language Systems:
· Function : asking and talking for information 

· Phonology: correct pronunciation of names (Mcgowan , clerk)

· Lexis: gossip, bankruptcy

· Grammar: different of present tense and past action 
· Discourse: discussing who knows information




	Assumptions: 
· Some Ss may already know the vocabulary to present.

· Ss enjoy talking gossip.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not understand the instruction.

· Repeat the instruction, and clear.
· Ss may need more time to discuss during group working.

· If it takes long, tell Ss to discuss what they have written.

· If time is short.

· Cut post activity speaking short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Ask everyone about their opinions.

<Introduction of Task>

(Write on the board ‘The Wedding Party’)

<Background Information>

It is the wedding party. There are not the bride and groom near by us. You guys must imagine these two characters. There is a reason for everybody will be gossiping about the couple and their family!
T: Do you need to listen one more time?

-Yes: read once again

-No: continue with next part

1. Role cards
<Introductions>

As I said the background information you were also the invitee of the wedding party. I will be giving each of you a role card. Do not show your partner.

You have 3minutes.

<CCQs>

· Can you show your card to your partner?

· How much time do we have?

2. Interview

<instructions>

T: I had also said that each of you who were at this wedding party needs to gossip. That is what we will be doing now. Before I hand out the interview sheet, I will introduce a few terms.
<Vocabulary>
(write ‘bankruptcy’ on the board)

T: Has anyone heard of this word? Can you tell me what it means? Yes, bankruptcy is a situation when somebody failed business and can’t manage business anymore.
CCQ: Can you say an example? I give you a hint. Think about Greece, Ireland economy.

(write ‘gossip’ on the board)

T: Has anyone heard of this word? Can you tell me what it means? Yes, gossip is a person who enjoys talking about other people’s private things.

<Introductions Continued>

T: Now we will talking about the bride and groom as an invitee. Just talking and listening as many people as you can. I will give you 15minutes. If someone asks you a question that the information is not on your card do not make up an answer. Just reply about on your card.

CCQs: 

-How much time do we have?

-Can you discuss in a group?

-Can you make up answer to reply partner’s question?
T: (Ss making sure they are following the rules and also jot down mistakes in language Ss.)
T: 5 minutes  left.

T: Ok, now I want you to give me your role card. (Collect role cards)

T: At this time I want you to arrange your seats so you can have a group discussion.

I want you to discuss ‘who knows information about groom or bride.

(Write ‘who knows what information’ on the board)
