-To learn the form of simple present and present progressive by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.

-To practice simple present and present progressive by doing practice worksheet and playing “Football game”
-To be able to work cooperatively by playing a game and sharing their ideas in a group
-To practice speaking and listening ability by answering CCQ and sharing ideas in a group.



	Language Skills:

* Firefighter

Does a fireman always hold a fire hose with his two hands? 

-(maybe yes, maybe not. We don’t know it exactly.

We can see that the fireman is holding a fire hose with his two hands at this moment in this picture. 
* Waiter


Does the waiter take orders from people and serve them food from every Monday to Friday? (Y)

Is he carrying a big plate with his left hand right now? (N)

What is he holding on his left arm now in this picture? 

* Chef

Does the chef cook often? (Y) 

Is he cooking a big chicken now? (N) 
-(He is not cooking a big chicken in this picture.

Maybe, he sometimes cooks a big chicken.

3. Conclude

We’ve just learned simple present and present continuous. We use simple present to express something that happens in general and that is repeated action

 And we use present progressive to express something that is happening right now or happening at the same time for several actions.

2. For every correct sentence the students can advance one space ahead.
3. The other team must listen carefully to spot the mistakes. If there isn’t any mistake in the sentence, the team can keep their space.

4. If there is a mistake the team move back one step.
5. Both teams keep advancing until they meet on one space. When they meet they do ROCKS, PAPER and SCISSORS. The team that looses goes back to start. The winning side continues

until they meet again. Every time they meet they do rocks, paper, and scissors. The team that gets to the other team’s goal, wins.
