Ss: We got married on October11, 2003.
T: When did we relax?

Ss: We relaxed on the weekend.

T: What kind of movies did we watch at night?

Ss: We watched scary movies at night.

T: When was our first son was born?

Ss: He was born in 2005.

T: What season was he born in?

Ss: He was born in the summer.

T: What did our family do on Sunday morning?

Ss: Our family played baseball on Sunday morning.

T: What did I do on June9, 2012?
