	Aims: 

· Ss will learn the meaning of Indefinite article and Definite article.

· Ss will learn that a or an are used depending on the sound that begins the next word. 
· Ss will learn the basic rules for using articles of a, an and the

· Ss will learn some exceptions of using “the”

· Ss will practice how to use articles in sentences by answering quiz questions and discussing with other Ss.




	Language Skills:

· Reading: reading PowerPoint presentation, a practice worksheet, a quiz worksheet.

· Listening: T’s instruction, listening to groups and a partner.

· Writing: answering a quiz worksheet and a practice worksheet. 

· Speaking: Answering questions, discussing and sharing answers with other Ss.




	Language Systems:

· Phonology: learn consonant sound and vowel sound

· Lexis: learn adjectives for modifying a noun. 

· Grammar: use of articles a/an and the 

· Function: asking a question with ‘a/an’ and answering with ‘the’ 




	Assumptions:

· Ss already know some knowledge of consonant and vowel sound.

· Ss already know what the ‘adjective’ is.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-    Ss may not know the difference between consonants and vowels

· T explains and gives example words.

 -    Ss may not be familiar with some nouns given as an example and may not understand the meaning. 

· T explains by providing synonyms or opposites.

 -    Ss may not understand the article lesson, so Ss won’t be able to answer the quiz questions.

· T pairs the weak Ss with the Ss who know the subject well.

	 Procedure:

Everybody, what is this?

Yes, this is a dollhouse. Now let’s look at the inside of the house. Who lives in the house? Yes. A mother rabbit and a baby rabbit, a rabbit family lives in the house. This is ‘Sara’ and this is ‘Andy’. What’s in the house? What’s on the first floor? What’s on the second floor?  
Elicit

(Eliciting words using the article ‘a’)

 ex) There is a bed. 

       The house has a sofa and a chair. 

(Ask an question with pointing a bassinet)

Do you know what it is?

Yes, it is a bassinet. Do you know what to use this for?

A bassinet is a bed specifically for babies from birth to about four months 

(Bring out a doctor doll)

Look!. Our little friend, Sara has a visitor.

 His name is ‘Thomas’.

 What does Thomas do for a living? Thomas is a doctor.

What is he? He is a mouse. 

Guided Warmer Activity:

We are going to play a little game. It’s a memory game. Look closely because I want you to remember where all my toys go. 

 (T relocates all toys but one toy at a time repeating a noun) 

In my dollhouse, I have a sofa, a lamp, a bookcase, a baby bassinette and a telephone….

Now I am going to ask you where my toys go. When you are asked, please come on out and choose one object and make a sentence using this form. You can pick out any object you can remember.

“This is a ___.  The ___ was ___”

For example, this is a sofa. The sofa was located at the left side of the first floor. 

CCQ

What are you supposed to do when you come out here?

Can you pick any thing among these objects?

(Calling out a student and have the S say the sentence)

1. Practice the basic rules 
Instructions

Okay Class, did you like those little friends?

Does anyone know what we were doing earlier? “This is a chair”, “The chair was on the living room.” We were … making sentence using an …..?

(Eliciting the word ‘articles’ and check if Ss have some knowledge of articles)

Yes, we were practicing using articles. What is an article? Basically, an article is an adjective. Like adjectives, articles modify nouns. English has two articles: What are two articles? Anyone? A (or an), the.

Okay, Now let’s do some more practice. These interactive exercises will help you notice the common use of articles in English.
 I am going to hand out some worksheets. You will be working as a pair. Answer the question A and B in 3 min.

Which questions are you going to do?

How much time do you have?

Check the answers

Let students answer the questions in turn.

After checking the question A and B with the class, do the question C and D in the same way.

2. Discuss the basic rules

	 Practice:

 Play a game : 

Divide into 3 groups of 3 people.

You will play an online game. The article wolf is very hungry, and he wants a rabbit for his dinner! You have to save the rabbit by putting a brick wall.

There will be an article question, you have choose one article where you want to put a brick. If the answer is correct, the brick is added on, but if the answer is wrong, it will disappear. And Remember that you can't put a brick where it is not touching another brick or the ground.
It’s a group activity. When it’s your group turn, all member of group come on out here and line up in front of the projector. Point an answer with your hand. You will play in turns. I will give each group 2 minutes and we will count the number of brick you build on. The group with the highest number of bricks wins.

Check which group wins.
