	Aims:
· to present different ways of starting a conversation.
· to develop the students speaking skills by role playing and discussions



	Language Skills:
Speaking : brainstorming, eliciting, group discussion, class activity

Writing : post activity

Reading : reading the handouts

Listening : audio, teacher’s instruction




	Language Systems:

Grammar: verbs, subjects, nouns

Vocabulary: learned by reading handouts, listening to instructions, and speaking

Functions: giving opinions

Phonology: stress and intonations while speaking




	Assumptions:
· students are familiar with the atmosphere of class and classmates
· students already know how to have daily conversations
· students are familiar with some typical redundancies in English
- Students are familiar with the topic of informal and formal introductions, questions and making offers, and keeping a conversation going on varied topics such as likes and dislikes, jobs and occupations, music, travel, and hobbies.

- Students are also familiar and fluent with all tenses




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Might feel uncomfortable with the difficulty of speaking. 
=> ask students if they finished the activity. If necessary, explain it to them.

· Might get tired and bored of the speaking activity. 
=> get students involve in the classroom

· Might finish activity earlier than expected.
=> give some student’s presentation as the second follow up activity

· Might not understand how to do activities.
=> ask CCQs and show them demonstration

· might not know some vocabulary.
=> give definition and explanation briefly when they ask.

	1. Engage
= Introducing the topic of socializing

= talking about personal experiences

· introduce the students to the topic of socializing 
=> ask the students if they have found it easy to star a conversation with a stranger in English

=> allow the students to talk about their experiences 

=> tell students that in this lesson they will review different ways of starting a conversation

2. Write the following headlines on the board and have them categorize the answers.
3. Give at least one example for each category.
· Introducing yourself for the first time
        ex) How do you do. I’m Christina Jeon. Nice to meet you.

· Checking if you know someone 
        ex) You’re Susan’s husband, aren’t you?

· Offering something to drink/eat 
        ex) Can I get you something to drink?

· Comments on the party/social event 
        ex) Isn’t it lovely music?

Example:

How do you do. I’m Sherry Thomas. Nice to meet you.

Hello. I’m Pat.

My name is John, by the way.


Checking if you know someone:

You’re Susan’s husband, aren’t you?

Your name is Aaron, isn’t it?

I think I’ve seen you somewhere before.

I think we’ve met at John’s party last year.

Haven’t we met before?


Offering something to drink/eat:

Can I get you something to drink?

Would you like one of these cup cakes?


Comments on the party/social event:

Isn’t it lovely music?

It’s a fantastic party, isn’t it?


Hi, babe! You look great! My name is Mark, by the way.

b. Pleased to meet you. My name is Alex McDonald.

c. Hi. I like your shoes. Where did you buy them?

d. Who are you?

e. Hello. What’s your name?

f. Your jacket is gorgeous. How much did you pay?

	a. g. Hi! What’s up?
Note: It is not polite to use very direct or intrusive conversation openings as well as asking a stranger how much he earns or paid for something.
