	Materials:

· Whiteboard, markers, computer and projector
· Power Point file 

· Role playing cards (2x5)

· 6 pictures of everyday objects

· A movie trailer: Castaway




	Aims: 

· Ss will learn the meaning of ‘castaway’.

· Ss will practice to use ‘it’s used for… ‘ or  ‘ it could be used for...’ sentences
· Ss will practice speaking fluency through giving a presentation and role-playing as either a reporter or a survivor.




	Language Skills:

· Reading: reading the story from PowerPoint file

· Listening: T’s instruction, listening to groups and a partner.

· Writing: writing questions for interview. 

· Speaking: Presentation, interview, role-play.




	Language Systems:

· Lexis & Phonology: learn ‘castaway’ or the vocabularies related to the article.

· Grammar: use of ‘it’s used for… ‘ ,  ‘ it could be used for...’
· Function: interviewing people. 




	Assumptions:

· Ss already know some knowledge of a castway.

· Ss have already watched some interviews through TV or some other media.

· Ss know most of words in the story.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-    Ss may have difficulties in understanding the story line
· T explains and gives example stories.

 -    Ss may not be familiar with conducting interviews 

· T pairs the Ss with the Ss who know the subject well.

How many of you have seen this movie?

What is the title of the movie?

(Eliciting a word ‘castaway’)

What does castaway mean?

1) Elicit and present key words

 'Castaway' has two meanings: 

1: a shipwrecked person; 

2: a person who is rejected (from society or home)

A shipwreck can refer to a wrecked ship or to the event that caused the wreck, such as the striking of something that causes the ship to sink, the stranding of the ship on rocks, land or shoal, or the destruction of the ship at sea by violent weather. This article will deal mainly to the event and its causes.

	 Procedure:

1. Read the story 
Let’s read out loud a story together. While reading the story, try to imagine the situation as if you are in it.

(Go over the PowerPoint file with Ss. Have student read out load all together)

You were all on a cruise ship. You were having a good time. And there was a terrible storm. The boat sank, but you have managed to reach a small tropical island. There is abundant fruit on the island and lots of fish too. However, the only things they have with them are a couple of objects, which have washed ashore.
(Divide Ss into 3 groups of 3 students)

Now try to image that you and your group members are the only survivors from the wrecked ship. You only have 2 objects from the modern world. Your group has to come up with alternative uses for the objects in this situation.

(Show an example on PowerPoint)

“The coat hanger is used for hanging clothes. It could be used for fishing.”

Each group will be given 2 pictures of objects. Discuss the alternative uses with your group and when you are done. You will be asked to give a presentation in front of the class. I will give you 5 minutes. Please try to use ‘It could be used for’ in the sentence 

CCQ

Are you working alone?

How many objects will you do a presentation?

What are you discussing with your group?

(Distributing pictures)

(Run task, monitor and assist Ss having difficulty)

Are you done? Now let’s share your ideas with the class.  Who want to go first?

(Ask each group to present their ideas to the class.)

So, how did you think of this activity? Was it hard to come up with new ideas? Which group had the most imaginative uses for the objects?
2. Role play

You all have done a great job. Now let’s continue the story of your life on the island. Again, let’s read together.

 (Read the rest of story.)

 (Divide Ss into 2 groups.)

Now you are going to have a role-play. Some of you will be reporters and the others will be survivors. I am going to hand out a role-play card and you will become either a reporter or a survivor based on the card. In each group has 2 reporters and the others are survivors.

For reporters, You are going to interview the survivors of the plane crash. With your partner, write down some of the questions you are going to ask. Try to write at least 6 questions.

For survivors, You are going to be interviewed by reporters about what happened to you. With your partner, decide what your story is. Make brief notes to help you in your interview. 

Use your imagination!

You have 7 min. Work with your partner. You will share your acting to your classmates.

CCQ

Are you working alone?

Are you preparing question alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distributing role cards)

(Run task, monitor and help Ss as needed)

(Have a group perform their role play in front of the class. Take note of any noticeable errors during role play)

· how they feel about sailing on a ship 

· how they are getting home
