- I used to smoke a packet a day but I stopped two years ago. 

- I used to drive to work but now I take the bus.
2. something that was true but  no
longer is.
-There used to be a cinema in the town but now there isn't. 

- She used to have really long hair but she's had it all cut off. 

Form
We use Used to + base verb form
Do you know base verb form?

Base verb form is original form.

CCQ

Is the “base verb form” ing or pp?

Is the “base verb form” original form?

And the negative form is 

didn’t use to + base verb form

For example, When I was a child, I didn’t use to like vegetables.
CCQ

Did I like vegetable When I was a child?
Did I hate vegetable When I was a child?

And Normal question form is 

Did + subject + use to + base verb form?

We make short answer with 
“did / didn’t”.

For example, 
Did you use to play with dolls?

Yes, I did. / No, I didn’t.

 “Yes, I did.” meaning is playing with dolls in the past? (Yes)
