	Aims:
 -To acquire vocabulary and real life expressions for business and sales by completing an idioms matching worksheet.
          -To practice listening to real life speech of people with various accents

          -To be able to pick up details from the fast –paced real life talk by answering details questions on a worksheet.

          -To practice speaking by discussing with group members.

	Language Systems:

	Assumptions:
         Student already know:

           - how the class is set up and run ( 4 students in each group)

           - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

           - all students are over age 20 

           - most students have an experience in yard sale  and overseas experience.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

        -Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
                : Follow the task-feedback circle : let them listen  to track again until they get the gist of the content

        -Students may not be able to pick up details from listening

                 : Chunk the listening

        - If time is short

                 : cut post- activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions 

        -If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
                 : Ask more questions about yard sale experience and students’ shopping types

Listening script

Paragraph1
 Every summer across U.S Americans organize yard sale. Single household or several households decide on its date and time to sell the stuffs right in front of their home.
You don’t need special permission from any local authority to set up yard sale and only if you live in condo associations do you need to give notification from neighbors. What matters most is good advertising. Several signs on the local street  and perhaps announcement  on an local on-line website are good things to have.

Paragraph 2

Saturday morning is the most common time for yard sale. They can start as the earliest at 8 o’clock and last late in the afternoon, but by noon most of choice items are sold. Rarely do you see yard sale  take place on a workday or last towards dinnertime. 
Paragraph 3

You may wonder who wants to buy used items. Often buyers are people who must watch their budget. They buy items second hand because it’s too expensive to buy everything new. There are also shoppers who specialize in antiques. They search for old object sold for a penny , but are actually worth considerable amount of money. Buyers comes from surrounding area and sometimes beyond. Many buyers drive to yard sale. Some decide to start as soon as they see the sign for yard sale even if they are not familiar with the town. In fact, many look for yard sale on the weekend. They like to search for something special and enjoy negotiating good price. These bargain hunters may visit a few different yard sales at one day. This summer I helped organize neighborhood yard sale. I set up my own table and sold things along with my several neighbors. I will share a little bit of my experience.
Paragraph4

As one of organizers, I volunteered to make all the signs for the yard sale. A week or two before the yard sale, I posted signs just to get other participants. And then on the day of yard sale, I posted these big orange signs. We call that poster board. So I made these signs by hand because yard sales signs are always made by hand, and then I posted them along the busy road that leads to my neighborhood. Our yard sale began at 8 o ‘clock in the morning, so before 8 o’clock, we all had to set up our tables. There were about five households that participated.

Interview:

A:How is business?   B: I made a few bucks. Business is good.
A:How much are your CDs?  B; I’m selling them for a dollar each,but if you buy 10, I ‘ll cut you a deal.

A: How is business? B: Slow at first, a little busy, now it’s mellowed out…. Waiting for a few more customers.. make a little money.

A;I see you have lots of price tags on your things. Do you negotiate? Oh yeah. Everything’s negotiable. Everything’s got to go. Make me an offer.

A; Are you doing any shopping?  B; Not really I am doing widow shopping.

A: Things are winding down. I didn’t sell everything, but I sold a lot, so I am pretty pleased.

A; Did you sell all your CDs?  B; I sold a lot of them to one guy. I made a killing.
