	Aims:

           Main aim – Ss learn about the expressions of ways to serve food by talking to each other about food and eating

           Second  aim – Ss learn new vocabulary by reading the meaning of the words 

                                    and talking to each other using the new words
           Personal aim – I want to improve my error correction and commentary skills        




	Language Skills:

Reading : Ss will read the recipe for Spaghetti Bolognese after doing Jigsaw puzzle in group to practice some words for food
Listening : Ss will listen to the teacher for demonstrations of activities 

Speaking : Ss will practice the expressions about food by asking and answering during interview
Writing : Ss will write down other students’ answers on paper during interview

	Assumptions: Some Ss may already know the the new vocabulary
                       Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions: 
· Ss many not understand the difference between ‘baked’ and ‘grilled’.

· Give them couple of examples of baked foods and grilled foods.

· Ss might make mistake when they pronounce the words such as ‘grilled’, 

boiled, baked and cooked.

· Let them repeat after the words individually

· Some students might finish talking in pairs too early

· Prepare more questions and help the students out to talk more.

Now you’re going to talk to your partner using the questions below (number 1~ 6) and you can use the question number 7~12 if you have more time. I’ll give you 3 min for this.

 If you need my help, please put your hand up. 
Demonstration

For example, if you gave the question number 1 

“What are different ways the foods in the box can be served?” to your partner, your partner can answer like this;

“We can eat bananas raw but we also can fry it and serve it with syrup. It’s a famous Thai dessert.”
(Give same explanation for number 2~6)
