· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by presenting their own ~ing sentences.

· Reading: Ss will practice reading by working on the “Fill in the Blanks” worksheet.

· Writing: Ss will practice writing by writing their own ~ing sentences.

	Aims/Objectives:

· Main Aim: Ss will learn to make present continuous sentences.

· Secondary Aim:  Ss will improve their language skills by working on worksheets, writing and presenting their own sentences, and by listening to other classmates’ presentations.

· Personal Aim:  I want to deliver better instructions, speak in a louder and clearer voice, and make a more enjoyable learning environment.


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Ss already know verbs are action words, and can name a few.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may need more time to work on the “What’s Going On?” activity.

· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having Ss come to front of the class.

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 1~2 Ss to share their super hero pictures, or have them finish pictures as homework.

· Have more Ss share their super hero pictures and continue on with SOS activity.

	Greeting the Ss,

“Hello everyone.  How’s everyone doing today?  Did everyone enjoy your vacation? 
Have Ss share what they’ve done during their vacation.

	Elicit “Super Heroes.”
“When I try to get my daughter to do something my way, I sometimes threaten her by telling her that something scary might appear if she doesn’t do whatever.  It used to work, but nowadays, she’ll say that she’ll eat a lot of rice and become Superman and then fight off the scary thing.  So now I have to use a different method.  But anyway, what do we call people or characters that save or rescue others, like Superman?”

Prepare visuals for target vocabulary.
“What kind of actions do Super Heroes usually do?”
Showing visuals of target vocabulary have Ss guess what words pictures are describing.  Then stick pictures on board and write words underneath.

Have Ss repeat words and actions.

“Now let’s all stand up and read the words together while doing the action as well.”

After reviewing words, ask CCQs for any words Ss had most difficulty with:

CCQ’s: Act out 2~4 words: protect, push, pull
 Then, practice target sentences using the target words.
“Now, let’s practice making sentences with the words.”

Write target sentence pattern on board.

Looking at visuals again, read out complete sentence and have Ss repeat.

“So, if we look at this picture, we can say:

· Superman is flying.

· Spiderman is protecting a girl.

Make sentences for all 6 words and have Ss repeat until they feel comfortable with the pattern.

	Then, have Ss review the sentences by singing:
What are you doing? (repeat)

What is she doing? (repeat)

What is he doing? (repeat)

What are they doing? (repeat)

What am I doing? (repeat)

What are we doing? (repeat)

I am climbing. (repeat)

She is standing. (repeat)

He is flying. (repeat)

They are protecting. (repeat)

You are pulling. (repeat)

We are pushing. (repeat)
Explain target sentence can be used for any verbs and have Ss call out other verbs they already know.  Then, make sentences with those verbs.

“Now, these sentences can be used with any action word to show what someone is doing.  What other action words do you know?”
Write down a few words Ss call out.  If none, elicit: eat, read, write…
“Now let’s try making sentences with these words.  I’ll point to a word and say I, you, she or he and you will make a sentence using those words.”
Demonstration: So, if I point to ‘eat’ and say ‘she,’ you will have to say “She is eating.”
Have Ss make sentences as much as needed.

CCQ: If I am eating, and I already done eating?
“Very good everyone.  Do you have any questions about the words or sentences we’ve just gone through?  If not, let’s move on.”

2 Groups
	“Now I’m going to hand out a worksheet.  It has pictures and sentences with blanks next to each picture.  I’ll give you 3 minutes to fill in the blanks using the words from the word box.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?

Hand out “Fill in the Blanks” Worksheet and have Ss work individually.

After 3 minutes, have Ss read out sentences out loud.
“Now let’s read the sentences together.  What’s sentence # 1~6?”
Correct any mistakes as Ss read out sentences.

Move on to next activity.
 “Very good, everyone!  Now, we’re going to make our own stories.  Pick 1 piece of paper from this box.”

Have Ss pick a piece of paper from a box.

“If you unfold the paper, you’re going to see a picture of either Superman or Poli.  Everyone with Superman sit on this side of the room and everyone with Poli sit on this side.”

Have Ss sit in their groups.
“Now, in your groups, you will make a story about the pictures you have picked.  Or you can make your own story, but each team member should make at least 3 sentences using the pattern sentence we have learned.  You’ll have 5 minutes to do this.

ICQ’s:

1) What are you doing?

2) How much time do you have?
3) At least how many sentences should the Superman/Poli group have?
Hand out paper and have Ss work in groups for 5 minutes.  After 5 minutes, have each group come up to the board and present their stories.
“Now, let’s share our stories.  Which group would like to go first?”

After both stories, correct errors, and conclude activity.
“Very good, everyone.”

	“Now I ‘m going to hand out a blank piece of paper and colored pencils to everyone.  I’ll give you 5 minutes to draw your own super hero.  You can make one up, or if you have a super hero you already like, you can draw that character.  But try to draw your super hero doing something, so you can use the sentence we have learned today to describe him/her.”
Showing visual of Pororo,

“For example, if Pororo is my super hero, I can draw a picture like this and say, Pororo is ~ing.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?
Hand out Blank Paper and have Ss begin.

If time permits, after 5 minutes go around class and have Ss share what they have written. 

“Now let’s share our pictures and tell our classmates what your super hero is doing.”

Correct any errors and conclude lesson.

If time is short, have Ss finish pictures for homework.

	“Now we’re going to play ‘London Bridge’ and the person that gets caught will have to say a sentence using the pattern we’ve learned today and act it out as well.  Then, everyone else will repeat the sentence and the action all together.  We’ll take turns being the bridge, so who’d like to be the bridge first?”
Have Ss play for the remaining time and then conclude.
 “Good job everyone!  Well, that concludes our class for today.  Enjoy your rest of the day~!”
