	Cluedo Game Instruction
We’re going to play ‘Cluedo’ Game now. 

(Put on the Wall Chart which shows 6 rooms, 6 characters, and 6 weapons)

A case of murder happened at Tudor Mansion yesterday and we need to find out who’s the murderer(killer’s name), where it happened(what room),
and what weapon she or he used. 

We have 6 cards each for the character(red), room(yellow) and weapon(blue).

I’ll hide 3 cards (1 card for each part) in this envelope and they’re the answers.

So, you don’t know the answer and

you have to find it out in groups.

I’ll give you one card each with 2 work sheets. 1 paper is for card information and the other one is to collect evidence.

You can discuss what question you will ask for with your group members.

After that, you can stand up and go to the other group members  to ask the questions what kind of information they have.

But you can use only ‘Indirect Questions’ to get the information.

Demonstration

For example, you can ask a classmate, ‘Can you tell me what your character does?’ or ‘I wonder what you can do in the room.’
I’ll give you 7 mins for everything and the group who finds out the answer will be the winner. 

I’ll give you time warning for 2 mins and you can decide the answers.

Grouping

From Christine, can you say ‘character’ ‘room’ ‘weapon’? (Same goes..)

Okay, if you’re character, please come to this desk. (Same goes for others)

ICQs

What are you going to do?

How many mins do you have?

Do you work individually or in groups?

Explicit ICQs

Can you use ‘Direct Questions’ to get information?

Can you use ‘Indirect Questions’ to get information?

Can you see the cards or paper before I say go? 
Please come to me if you got the answer. 

(Hand out the cards and prints) 

Okay, good. Start !!! 

2 mins left. (Time warning)

Okay, guys, ‘Weapon’ team got the right answers, 

____ killed the lady with _____ in ____

Good job~! Congratulations !! 

David, what indirect question did you use to get information? Can you give me one question ? 

(Same goes for all the students.)
