· Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by singing and presenting their own plans for traveling.

· Reading: Ss will practice reading by reading the list of landmarks for each country.

· Writing: Ss will practice writing by planning their own trips.

	Aims/Objectives:

· Main Aim: Ss will learn about traveling through singing and planning their own trips.

· Secondary Aim:  Ss will improve their language skills by singing, writing and presenting their own sentences, and by listening to other classmates’ presentations.

· Personal Aim:  I want to deliver better instructions, speak in a louder and clearer voice, and make a more enjoyable learning environment.


	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Ss already learned the key vocabulary and target sentence through a previous Language Based lesson.
· Ss are familiar with countries China, England, and India.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may have difficulty reading and understanding the text in the list of landmarks.
· If time is short.

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Monitor during activity and help any pair/group that might have any trouble.

· Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 1~2 Ss to share their dream trips, or have them finish as homework.

· Have more Ss share their dream trips and continue on with SOS activity.

	Greeting the Ss,

“Hello everyone.  How’s everyone doing today?  Did everyone have a good lunch?  Just to make sure nobody falls asleep, let’s move around a bit.” 
Have Ss prepare for Pre-Activity.

	2 Groups
	Have Ss gather in center of the classroom and divide class into 2 groups.

“Now, everyone, please gather in the center of the classroom.  I’m going to divide you into 2 groups.”
Prepare puzzles for target vocabulary.
“Here are puzzles of a few words we’d learned during our last lesson.  As a group you’ll have to match each puzzle and come up to the board and write the word of the picture you’ve matched.  You’ll get 1 puzzle at a time, and after you’ve written that word you get to choose your next puzzle.  After matching all 6 puzzles and writing the 6 words you have to number each word in alphabetical order.”
Demonstrate using words “trip, plan, and airplane.”
ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How many puzzles are you matching at a time?
3) What do you have to do after matching a puzzle?

4) What do you have to do after writing all 6 words on the board?
Once Ss are prepared, start activity.  

Activity ends when 1 group finishes putting words in alphabetical order.

“Well done everyone.  Let’s review the words together.”

After reviewing words, ask CCQs for any words Ss had most difficulty with:

CCQ’s:
1) Is a landmark something you can see in every country?

2) Can a compass tell you the name of a building?
“Very good everyone.  Do you have any questions about these words?  If not, you may return to your seats.”
Have Ss return to their seats and conclude activity.

	“Now we’ve moved around a bit, I hope you’re ready to do some work.  But just to make sure our brains are ready, let’s start by singing.”

Hand out “Pussy Cat” lyrics and introduce song to Ss.

 “The song we’re going to sing today is called ‘Pussy Cat Pussy Cat’ and it’s one of the famous Mother Goose rhymes.  I’ll sing first so listen and try to remember the tune so we can sing together afterwards.”
Sing song and then have Ss sing along.

Repeat singing 2~3 times and point out target sentence from the song.
“So, where did the pussy cat go?  And why did he go there?  Can you see the sentence we learned last time: I’ve been to London to look at the Queen.  The pussy cat used the sentence in the past tense, but if you change it to the sentence we learned last time, what would it be? ( I’m going to London to look at the Queen.”
Ask for any questions and move on to next activity.
 “Very good, everyone!”
Elicit “tour guide.”
“So, usually when we want to travel to another country, who do we go to?  Who do we look for when we want some help?”
 “Right, so now, we’re going become tour guides.  But first, pick 1 piece of paper from this box.”

Have Ss pick a piece of paper from a box.

“If you unfold the paper, you’re going to see a picture of a flag.  Let’s go around the classroom and show which country we’ve picked.”

Have Ss share their flags and pair up in countries.
“Now, as I’d mentioned earlier, you’re going to become tour guides.  And as a pair or group, you will have to tell your customers, your classmates, why they should come with you to the country you’ve picked.  I’m going to hand out a list of landmarks for your country, so pick 3~4 landmarks you find most interesting and plan a trip for your customers.  Plan out your trip on this piece of paper, and you’ll have 7 minutes to do this.

ICQ’s:

1) What are you doing?

2) How much time do you have?
3) How many landmarks should you choose?
Hand out list of landmarks, paper, and colored pencils and have Ss work in groups for 7 minutes.  After 7 minutes, have each group come up to the front and present their plans.

	 “Now, let’s sell our traveling packages.  Which group would like to go first?”

After presentation, vote which country seems most attractive, correct errors, and conclude activity.

“So, now we’ve heard traveling plans for China, England, and India.  Which country sounds most interesting?  Okay, everyone’s done a great job so let’s move on.”


	Post Activity

	Materials: 

· “My Dream Trip” example

· Blank paper & Colored Pencils (x7)

	Whole Class
	“Now I ‘m going to hand out a blank piece of paper and colored pencils to everyone.  I’ll give you 5 minutes to draw your own ‘dream trip.’  You can go anywhere, to the moon, or to another planet, anywhere.  Just draw a place you’d like to go to, and think of how you’re going to go there.  Are you going to go by plane, ship, rocket, how?”
Showing example of “My Dream Trip,”
“So, this is my dream trip.  I’m going to the moon with my family, and we’re going to go by our private rocket.  We’re going to play ball and have a short picnic and then come back.”

ICQ’s:

1) What are you going to do?

2) How much time to you have?
Hand out Blank Paper and have Ss begin.

If time permits, after 5 minutes go around class and have Ss share what they have written. 

“Now let’s share our pictures and introduce our dream trips to our classmates.”

Correct any errors and conclude lesson.

If time is short, have Ss finish pictures for homework.

	“Now let’s play 20 questions with countries.  1 person will come and sit in front of the class.  That person will think of a country and the rest of the class will ask questions and try to guess the country.  But you only get to ask 20 questions, and they have to be yes/no questions.  So, who’d like to come up front first?”
Have Ss play for the remaining time and then conclude.
 “Good job everyone!  Well, that concludes our class for today.  Enjoy your rest of the day~!”
